Dear parish family,
Greetings!

I hope you all had a wonderful and memorable Thanksgiving
Day with your family and friends. At this point again I want to
thank God for all the blessings that He has been bestowing on us
especially in these days to enjoy the presence and blessings of
Padre Pio’s Relic from Italy. As I thank, I also pray that God may
continue to bless us through the intercessions of our patron, St.
Anthony of Padua. Folks, here we are stepping into a brand-new
month, liturgical season as well us the ending month of this year
2025. As it is happening our thoughts are filled with the longing
for better times in future and God is giving us the hope of it. You
know, God always gives us the hope for better through signs as
He did with the birth of Jesus through the appearance of the star
and other things happened around to that great event. When we
pay attention to them like the Magi in the Bible embark on the
journey on the way that God is pointing out to us, we are prom-
ised that we will also be able to enjoy the heavenly blessings and
providence as they did.

It’s the first Sunday of Advent. We enter into a month of wait-
ing. But it’s not the passive waiting for a bus or a plane. We are
waiting with great expectation of a better world, a better life,
and better relationships with the coming of the Christ child at
Christmas.

Folks, the 1st Sunday of Advent Year A opens the new church
year and gives us a chance to refresh our faith. Advent is a season
of waiting, but it’s also a time to draw closer to God. Starting a
new church year is like starting a journey with renewed purpose,
reminding us that we are all called to grow in faith. Renewing
faith doesn’t always mean making big changes. Often, it means
finding small ways to connect with God daily. We can do this
through prayer, helping others, or simply taking a moment to
reflect on God’s presence in our lives, taking time to come to
the church, encouraging our family members and friends to do
so0, doing everything to build and strengthen our family and faith
community. Advent invites us to open our hearts and make room
for Jesus, letting go of things that keep us from experiencing
God fully.

As we begin Advent, we’re called to be open to where God may lead us.
