News from the Wheel-House

‘Strengthen all weary hands, steady all trembling knees, and say
to all faint hearts, “Courage! Do not be afraid”. Look your God
is coming’. (Isaiah 35:3)

Dear parish family,

Greetings!

“This is unbelievable, I never thought that our church hall would
be filled with this many people and especially with these many
children with their parents and families like in the past. Now I
see the Silverline of prospering church.” This is one among the
many beautiful comments of joy and hope that I heard on last
Sunday when we had “the Breakfast with Santa” at the Bingo
Hall. Yes, we had so many people that we even had to stop sell-
ing the tickets at the door around 11:00AM because we ran out
of food. Seeing that many people at the Bingo Hall made me to
recall an incident that happened in the past.

The incident is that when Fr. George was a pastor of St. An-
thony’s and myself functioning as a parochial vicar, one time
he took me to the Fenway Park to watch a game. That day, the
game was between Red sox and Baltimore Orioles. We took the
T and got to the Ball Park. When I entered the stadium, I couldn’t
believe the amount of people gathered there and somehow, I felt
like making this comment to Fr. George saying, “how nice it
would be if we could get these many people come to weekend
Masses at our church”. Hearing me Fr. George nodded, smiled
and said “you have a work to do” and I replied saying “Father,
we all have a work to do”. Yes, folks the success of “the Break-
fast with Santa” event on last Sunday is a proof that team work
certainly yields great and amazing fruits. Hereby I thank and ap-
preciate all the people who did everything for the success of that
event. God bless them all.

Talking about the team work, I want to let you know one thing.
In our life, many a time we want the church to grow and prosper
but we who want that to happen, do we do our share for that wish
to come true? Being a people wishing a best for the church is
good thing but doing the share and participation is the best. Lot
of time we wish something very lofty but stay as spectators and
outsider. We never want to be bothered but an obvious truth is
that it is not going to help in any way for the growth and blessing
of the church. And another thing is when we go forward to do
something for the church and our community, we should also
be careful to avoid the disrupting and havoc causing attitude of
self-projection, seeking personal glory and gratification.

Well, now when we ask the question, what is that one thing that
motivates the people to do something for the church and the
community? We certainly know that it is our faith and hope. This
weekend’s readings especially the gospel is giving us a beautiful
message that when we try to live the faith and remain in hope,
the trials, the oddities and the difficulties of life may baffle, dis-
appoint and stop us but at that moment we should be turning to
the Lord as the John the Baptist did in the gospel.

Folks, we normally think of John the Baptist as a strong man of the
wilderness - physically strong and unyielding in his convictions. That
is the portrait of John we are given in the gospels. Yet, today’s gospel
reading reveals a more vulnerable side to John the Baptist. There he
is in Herod’s dark prison, wracked with doubt, wondering if the per-
son he had identified as the Messiah — Jesus of Nazareth — was really
the Messiah after all. When things went wrong and his expectations
about Jesus did not happen, he got the doubt. In his doubt, confusion,
disappointment and frustration, he did not move away from faith but
rather did something to strengthen his faith as well as the faith of the
people of his time. He turned to Jesus and sent his disciples to Jesus
which helped him to stay in the mission of the kingdom of God. Folks,
in our lives, let us allow our faith to motivate us to give our time and
resources for the church and the faith community, and as we do it let
us never allow the trials to make us to go away from the church or stop
us doing the awesome stuff for God and others. Here please remem-
ber the above quote: ‘Strengthen all weary hands, steady all trembling
knees, and say to all faint hearts, “Courage! Do not be afraid”. Look
your God is coming’(Isaiah 35:3).

Ahora veo el lado positivo
de una iglesia prospera». Este es uno de los muchos comentarios
hermosos de alegria y esperanza que escuché el domingo pasado,
cuando tuvimos el «Desayuno con Papa Noel» en el salon de bin-
go. Si, habia tanta gente que incluso tuvimos que dejar de vender
entradas en la puerta alrededor de las 11:00 a. m. porque se nos
acabo la comida. Ver a tanta gente en el salon de bingo me hizo
recordar un incidente del pasado.

El incidente es que, cuando el Padre George era parroco de San
Antonio y yo era vicario parroquial, una vez me llevo al Fenway
Park a ver un partido.

Hablando de trabajo en equipo, quiero compartirles algo. En
nuestra vida, muchas veces deseamos que la iglesia crezca y
prospere, pero nosotros, que deseamos que eso suceda, ;hace-
mos nuestra parte para que ese deseo se haga realidad? Desear lo
mejor para la iglesia es bueno, pero participar y contribuir es lo
mejor. Muchas veces deseamos algo muy noble, pero nos queda-
mos como espectadores y ajenos a la situacion. Nunca queremos
que nos molesten, pero es una verdad innegable que esto no con-
tribuira en absoluto al crecimiento ni a la bendicion de la iglesia.
Ademas, cuando nos disponemos a hacer algo por la iglesia y
nuestra comunidad, debemos tener cuidado de evitar la actitud
perjudicial y destructiva de la autopromocion, la biisqueda de la
gloria personal y la gratificacion propia.

Ahora bien, si nos preguntamos qué es lo que motiva a las per-
sonas a hacer algo por la iglesia y la comunidad, sabemos con
certeza que es nuestra fe y nuestra esperanza. Las lecturas de
este fin de semana, especialmente el Evangelio, nos transmiten
un hermoso mensaje: cuando intentamos vivir la fe y mantener
la esperanza, las pruebas, las adversidades y las dificultades de
la vida pueden desconcertarnos, decepcionarnos e incluso deten-
ernos,

pero en esos momentos debemos recurrir al Sefior, como hizo Juan
el Bautista en el Evangelio.

Hermanos y hermanas, normalmente pensamos en Juan el Bautista
como un hombre fuerte del desierto, fisicamente fuerte e inque-
brantable en sus convicciones. Ese es el retrato de Juan que nos
presentan los evangelios. Sin embargo, la lectura del evangelio de
hoy revela un lado mas vulnerable de Juan el Bautista. Alli esta, en
la oscura prision de Herodes, atormentado por la duda, preguntan-
dose si la persona que habia identificado como el Mesias —Jesus de
Nazaret— era realmente el Mesias. Cuando las cosas salieron mal y
sus expectativas sobre Jesus no se cumplieron, le asalto la duda. En
medio de su duda, confusion, decepcion y frustracion, no se alejo
de la fe, sino que hizo algo para fortalecer su fe y la fe de la gente de
su tiempo. Se dirigi6 a Jesus y envi6 a sus discipulos a verlo, lo que
le ayudo a perseverar en la mision del reino de Dios. Hermanos y
hermanas, en nuestras vidas, permitamos que nuestra fe nos motive
a dedicar nuestro tiempo y recursos a la iglesia y a la comunidad de
fe, y al hacerlo, nunca permitamos que las pruebas nos alejen de la
iglesia ni nos impidan hacer cosas maravillosas para Dios y para los
demas. Recuerden la cita anterior: «Fortalezcan las manos débiles,
afirmen las rodillas temblorosas; digan a los de corazon apocado:
“;Animo! No teman. Miren, su Dios viene”» (Isaias 35:3).
