St. Mark — St. Ambrose combine ends this month sy seth daniel, News Editor

Two Catholic parishes in Dorchester that
have been paired together for the last
decade will end their collaborative model
this month. St. Mark’s and St. Ambrose,
both of which serve strong congregations

of distinctive ethnic and linguistic
communities, will move forward as
independent parishes under a directive
from Cardinal Sean O'Malley.

The decision was announced to
parishioners in late May via a letter to both
congregations. Father Marcos Enrique will
be the pastor of St. Mark’s and Father Linh
Nguyen will serve as the pastor of St.
Ambrose.

Both parishes shared their Mass
schedules, staff, and priests during the
collaboration, but not their finances. Both
are seen as thriving, though St. Ambrose
boasts larger attendance and more weekly
giving. St. Mark’s will move to expand its
reach westward to Blue Hill Avenue to
serve a large “unchurched” gap created by
years of parish consolidation.

In a statement, a spokesman for Cardinal
O'Malley called the move “a recognition
about the uniqueness of each parish with a
specific ethnic ministry and community."

“The parishes each have predominantly
Hispanic (St. Mark’s) or Vietnamese (St.
Ambrose) communities/parishioners. We
think to respect this uniqueness and to
best serve the pastoral needs of each
parish, particularly given the language
dimensions and richness in each of the
two communities, [it's best] to have the
Hispanic parish overseen by a Hispanic
pastor and likewise the Vietnamese parish
led by a Vietnamese pastor.’

“In the end this is a good step for the two
parishes and the people of God,” read the
statement. The de-coupling is effective on
June 17.

Linh had no immediate comment on the
matter for St. Ambrose, which will likely
see very little change and will be freed up
to perhaps pursue an official designation
as a Vietnamese parish as was done
recently with St. Clement Church in
Medford that includes the Blessed Andrew
Phu-Yen School.

Unofficially, St. Ambrose has functioned as
a Vietnamese community church with
several Vietnamese language Masses, and a
very large program for religious classes
and Vietnamese language instruction for
children and teens. By all accounts, the
parish is thriving in attendance, growth,
and donations.

More substantive changes are likely at St.
Mark’s Church under the direction of
Marcos, a 40-year-old priest who is a
bi-lingual (English and Spanish). He has led
the church for five years but has not been
the administrator - a role Father Linh has
filled under the collaboration.

Marcos said he was very enthusiastic for
the new mission. “My primary job now is
to help people understand that nothing is
changing,” he said. “The first question
people ask me is if we will be changing the
Mass schedule. The answer is ‘no’ Why
would we? We are going to build on what
we have and grow..We do want to grow
and with growth will eventually come
changes, I'm sure. There is no agenda,
though, but to announce the Gospel”

That growth is likely to come from within
the surrounding neighborhood, as the
church has been pulling in new
parishioners from west of Washington
Street. Cardinal O'Malley has also
identified a large gap in services to
Catholics living beyond Codman Square
where there is no church now, especially
for Spanish-speakers. St. Katherine of
Drexel in Grove Hall is specifically for
African Catholics, St. Leo’s Church is
long-closed, St. Peter’s is deemed too far
away and serves mostly Cape Verdean
populations, and Our Lady of Mt. Carmel
(formerly St. Angela’s) is almost two miles
away and serves a heavily Haitian Kreyol
speaking community.

Marcos said he sees St. Mark’s as
becoming one of the most diverse parishes
in Dorchester, with a heavy concentration
of Spanish speakers, but also a melting pot
of Irish, other white Americans, Cape
Verdeans, Vietnamese, and Caribbean
folks, among others.

“People have already begun to ask if I'm
turning this into a Hispanic parish,” said
Father Marcos. “That is not the case and
that has to be emphasized right now...I see
St. Mark’s as having this two-fold mission.
The priority mission is to attend to and
build what we have here now - this
neighborhood with its diversity of
ethnicities and languages. The second
priority is to have a mission territory and
to expand...For us, our mission ground is
everything that is west of Codman Square,
as well as some other places. No one has
even begun to address the Central
American population now locating in the
Bowdoin-Geneva areas.”

The effort will also include strengthening
the youth program that exists, with the
parish commencing the fourth year of a
summer, faith-based youth camp this July
and August.

The reception to the revised arrangement
so far has been careful with some noting
skepticism, but most expressing to Marcos
that it is seen as an “affirmation” from the
cardinal.

“Whenever there are changes or
collaborations, the first questions are
always when is one of the churches going
to close?” said Marcos. “This decision
affirms that St. Mark’s Parish has an
important mission ahead of it

Se termina la colaborativa de San Marcos y San Ambrosio ror seth baniel, News Editor

Dos parroquias catoélicas en Dorchester
que han estado unidas durante la tGltima
década terminaran su modelo colaborativo
este mes. St. Mark's y St. Ambrose, ambas
con congregaciones fuertes de
comunidades étnicas y lingiisticas
distintivas, avanzaran como parroquias
independientes bajo una directiva del
Cardenal Sean O'Malley.

La decision se anunci6 a los feligreses a
finales de mayo mediante una carta
dirigida a ambas congregaciones. El Padre
Marcos Enrique sera el parroco de San
Marcos y el Padre Linh Nguyen servira
como parroco de San Ambrosio.

Ambas parroquias compartieron sus
horarios de misa, empleados y sacerdotes
durante la colaboracion, pero no sus
finanzas. Ambas se consideran
financialmente estables, aunque San
Ambrosio cuenta con mayor asistencia y
donaciones semanales. San Marcos se
movera para expandir su alcance hacia el
oeste hasta Blue Hill Avenue para servir a
una gran brecha "sin iglesia" creada por
anos de consolidaciones parroquiales.

En una declaracién, un portavoz del
Cardenal O'Malley calific6 la medida como
"un reconocimiento de la singularidad de
cada parroquia con un ministerio y
comunidad étnica especifica".

"Las parroquias tienen comunidades y
feligreses principalmente hispanos (San
Marcos) o vietnamitas (San Ambrosio).
Creemos que para respetar esta
singularidad y para servir mejor las
necesidades pastorales de cada parroquia,
particularmente dadas las dimensiones
lingiiisticas y la riqueza de cada una de las
dos comunidades, es mejor que la
parroquia hispana sea supervisada por un
parroco hispano y la parroquia vietnamita
sea liderada por un parroco vietnamita."

"Al final, este es un buen paso para las dos
parroquias y para el pueblo de Dios", se leia
en la declaracion. La separacion sera
efectiva el 17 de junio.

Linh no hizo comentarios inmediatos
sobre el asunto para San Ambrosio, que
probablemente vera muy pocos cambios y
estara libre para quizas buscar una
designacion oficial como parroquia
vietnamita, como se hizo recientemente
con la Iglesia St. Clement en Medford, que
incluye la Escuela Blessed Andrew
Phu-Yen.

Oficiosamente, San Ambrosio ha
funcionado como una iglesia comunitaria
vietnamita con varias misas en vietnamita
y un programa muy grande de clases
religiosas e instruccion en vietnamita para
nifios y adolescentes. Segin todos los
informes, la parroquia esta prosperando
en asistencia, crecimiento y donaciones.

Es probable que haya cambios mas
sustantivos en la Iglesia San Marcos bajo la
direccioén de Marcos, un sacerdote de 40
anos que es bilingtie (inglés y espanol). Ha
liderado la iglesia durante cinco anos, pero
no ha sido el administrador, un rol que el
Padre Linh ha desempenado bajo la
colaboracion.

Marcos dijo que estaba muy entusiasmado
con la nueva mision. "Mi trabajo principal
ahora es ayudar a las personas a entender
que nada esta cambiando", dijo. "La
primera pregunta que la gente me hace es
si vamos a cambiar el horario de misas. La
respuesta es 'no’ ;Por qué lo hariamos?
Vamos a construir sobre lo que tenemos y
crecer... Queremos crecer y con el
crecimiento eventualmente seguro que
vendran cambios. Pero ahora hay una
agenda, solo anunciar el Evangelio."

Es probable que ese crecimiento provenga
del vecindario circundante, ya que la
iglesia ha estado atrayendo nuevos
feligreses desde el oeste de Washington
Street. El Cardenal O'Malley también ha
identificado una gran brecha en los
servicios para los catdlicos que viven mas
alla de Codman Square, donde ahora no
hay iglesia, especialmente para los
hispanohablantes. St. Katherine of Drexel
en Grove Hall es especificamente para
catdlicos africanos, la Iglesia St. Leo esta
cerrada desde hace mucho tiempo, St.
Peter se considera demasiado lejos y sirve
principalmente a poblaciones
caboverdianas, y Our Lady of Mt. Carmel
(anteriormente St. Angela's) esta a casi dos
millas de distancia y sirve a una
comunidad predominantemente haitiana
que habla criollo.

Marcos dijo que ve a San Marcos
convirtiéndose en una de las parroquias
mas diversas de Dorchester, con una alta
concentracion de hispanohablantes, pero
también un crisol de irlandeses, otros
estadounidenses blancos, caboverdianos,
vietnamitas y caribenos, entre otros.

"La gente ya ha comenzado a preguntar si
voy a convertir esto en una parroquia
hispana", dijo el Padre Marcos. "Ese no es
el caso y eso debe enfatizarse ahora... Veo
que San Marcos tiene una doble mision. La
misién prioritaria es atender y construir lo
que tenemos aqui ahora: este vecindario
con su diversidad de etnias e idiomas. La
segunda prioridad es tener un territorio de
mision y expandirse... Para nosotros,
nuestro territorio de mision es todo lo que
esta al oeste de Codman Square, asi como
algunos otros lugares. Nadie ha
comenzado siquiera a abordar la poblaciéon
centroamericana que ahora se ubica en las
areas de Bowdoin-Geneva."

El esfuerzo también incluiré el
fortalecimiento del programa juvenil
existente, con la parroquia comenzando el
cuarto afno de un campamento de verano
basado en la fe en julio y agosto.

La recepcion del nuevo arreglo hasta
ahora ha sido cautelosa, con algunos
mostrando escepticismo, pero la mayoria
expresando a Marcos que se ve como una
"afirmacion” por parte del cardenal.

"Siempre que hay cambios o
colaboraciones, las primeras preguntas
siempre son cuando se va a cerrar una de
las iglesias", dijo Marcos. "Esta decision
afirma que la Parroquia San Marcos tiene
una misioén importante por delante."
