DIVINE WILL

Jesus’ Own Teachings
A mystic named Luisa Piccarreta 1865-1947 wrote many
pages that were given to her by Jesus himself in a period
of 40 years. These writings are completely approved by
the Catholic Church. Luisa’s Spiritual Director was
canonized in 2005 and his statue stands outside the
Vatican.
