“It has been an honor to spend my
. summer with you in the North Newton-
Jasper County Pastorate. As my time
here comes to an end, | want to thank you all for your
hospitality in welcoming me into your parish communities.

“One thing that has struck me this summer is hearing
the unique stories of individuals in this pastorate: stories of
conversions and the deepening of faith as the Lord calls
you into relationship with him. The witness of your lives
and the way you live the unique vocations to which the
Lord has called you is especially striking against the
background of the small communities that make up this
pastorate. The ways the Lord is working in your midst is
incredible and reminds me that every individual is called to
be a Saint. “There are no ordinary people,” says C.S. Lewis,
and this summer, | have seen the truth of this.”

| have personally enjoyed having Sam here in our
pastorate and his openness to learning. This summer he
has been exposed to the full range of ministries,
including baptisms, weddings, visits to the sick and
dying, and funerals. He has also participated in adult
formation gatherings, Vacation Bible School, and
sessions with couples seeking baptism for their child or
preparing for marriage. He has grown in his use of

Spanish  and in understanding the different
opportunities and challenges of rural ministry as
compared to his upbringing in the suburbs of

Indianapolis.

Let me take this opportunity to remind you that his
seminary formation is part of what is funded by the
Catholic Ministry Appeal. We have less than 20% of our
families who participate in this annual diocesan
campaign, so let me invite you to consider again
participating in this opportunity to support Sam and the
17 other seminarians preparing to give their lives in
service to the church.
