DID YOU KNOW?

In order to serve as a Godparent or Sponsor for Confirmation,
you must be in full communion with the Catholic Church. Specif-
ic Requirements from Canon Law 874: At least |6 years old,
unless the local bishop specifies a different age, or the minister of
baptism believes a specific case warrants an exception. Must be a
practicing Catholic, regularly attending Mass and receiving sacra-
ments, and a registered member of a parish. Must be baptized,
confirmed, and have received First Communion. IF married, must
be married in the Church, and if divorced must not be remarried
outside of the Church. Must not be bound by any canonical pen-
alty. Cannot be the parents or legal guardians of the person be-
ing baptized. At least one godparent must be Catholic. A bap-
tized, non-Catholic Christian can participate as a witness, but
only alongside a Catholic godparent. (If the person was baptized
Catholic, they cannot serve as a Christian Witness)

Responsibilities of a Godparent:

To assist the parents in the child's religious education and spiritu-
al formation. To be a positive role model and example of a
Christian life. To support the child's parents in their role as the
primary religious educators. To pray for the child and participate
in the child's sacramental life.

Important Considerations:

Godparents are not legal guardians.

The Church encourages the choice of godparents who can truly
support the child's faith journey.

While intellectual knowledge of Catholic teaching is important, it
is not a substitute for a lived faith.
