Candlemas and Feast of St. Blaise
We have two very special upcoming feast days! First, we have the feast of the Presentation of 

the Lord on Friday, February 2nd. This day is also known as "Candlemas," as it became 

tradition for the local parish and their parishioners to bless their candles they would use through-

out the year on this day. Additionally, we have the feast of St. Blaise on Saturday, February 

3rd. On his feast the church recalls a miracle where Blaise apparently saved the life of a boy who 

was choking on a fish bone. The saint said that anyone who lit a candle in his memory would be 

free of infection. Thus, the church commemorates his feast with a blessing of the throats using 

candles blessed at Candlemas. This year, Our Lady of Guadalupe will be following this tradition 

by blessing our candles on Friday, February 2nd. Over the weekend of February 3rd & 4th, we invite all our parish-

ioners to bring their personal liturgical candles with them to mass so they may be blessed by the priest at the end of 

mass. Following each mass, we will offer the blessing of the throats for any who wish to receive it.

Some candles you may consider bringing:

 7 red candles for Pentecost (to burn daily throughout the 8-day Pentecost octave)

 1 large white pillar candle for Easter (to burn nightly for 40 days)

 5 medium pillar candles for Advent (3 purple, 1 pink, and 1 white)

 A supply of various sized additional candles for the home altar, storms, and times of need
