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Our Parish 
We want to take a moment to THANK EVERYONE WHO CONTRIBUTED during Lent and up through Easter 
Sunday to our multiple Easter outreach projects at our parish!   
The Knights of Columbus hosted the 40 Cans for Lent food drive and collected 50 barrels of cans/food donations.         
The total cash/check donations from the drive were our best raised in the amount of $9,428.12.  KOC supplied our     
Helotes House of Neighborly Service—Society of St. Vincent de Paul and Catholic Charities with the food items.  
As a result of this food drive, our St. Vincent de Paul received 9,080 lbs of food and will also receive a monetary donation 
from our Knights of Columbus this summer.   
The Altar Society hosted the Heavenly Soles Shoe & Sock Drive collecting 1968+ pairs of shoes & over 3000 pairs of socks.  
The Stitching 4 Outreach Ministry provided pillows, Easter totes, laundry bags, rosary bags, quilts, toiletry bags. 
The parish provided donations for our Easter outreach that included: toiletry products, Easter treats, stuffed plushies, 
clothing, diapers & baby items, household items and more … serving over 2,600 individuals. 
The Prison Correspondence Ministry sent Easter Greeting prayer cards to several hundred incarcerated men throughout 
Texas and multiple states who participate in this ministry that offers hope and reconciliation.    
Last weekend was the end of Easter season.  We are currently back in Ordinary Time in our liturgical     
calendar as we celebrate the Solemnity of The Most Holy Trinity.  The giving that was done by our parish’s 
Easter outreach continues to benefit those in need stretching well beyond the Easter season.   
The food pantries that received our canned goods are still distributing items months later. 
Those who reside at the shelters and group homes that received the shoes and socks from our drive are still enjoying the 
comfort of new socks and shoes that fit — and don’t cause them pain as they go through their day. 
The non-profit shelters, group homes and agencies that were recipients of all the wonderful items crafted by the Stitching 
ministry still have a soft place to lay their head, a quilt to comfort them, bags to hold their clothing. 
All who benefitted from the many, many donations we received through our parish’s outreach continue to have a better 
quality of life because of your generosity!  We cannot thank you enough for all that each of you did to put your 
faith into action by helping those in need in our community. A special THANK YOU to the participating ministries, the 
youth and adults who volunteered, and all those involved with our parish’s outreach projects!!
