Blessed Rosalie Rendu, DC  
(1786 - 1856) 

 
On February 7th, the Society of St. Vincent de Paul recognizes the Feast Day of Blessed 
Rosalie Rendu.  The most Blessed Rosalie Rendu was a Daughter of Charity who 
served for 54 years in the Mouffetard area (the most impoverished district of Paris).  Her 
zeal for helping the poor drove her to educate poor children, care for infants, support the 
elderly, and supervise young working girls. Emmanuel Bailly, the President of the Society, 
sent the founding members of the Society to Sister Rosalie for guidance and direction. 
Sending the founders on Home Visits, she formed them in the spirit of St. Vincent, teaching 
them how to serve the poor with respect and compassion.  She died on February 7, 
1856.  Pope John Paul II beatified Sister Rosalie in 2003. 
With nearly 90,000 Vincentian volunteers serving their communities, today’s Society of St. 
Vincent de Paul works in 4,428 parish-based Conferences across the United States. Our 
founding activity, still practiced today, is the face-to-face Encounter (also known as the 
Home Visit), in which Vincentians visit the homes of those they serve, to identify and help 
them with immediate and longer-term needs.  If you or someone you know, who resides in 
our conference area, needs assistance please contact our office at (210) 695-5683.
