Include a self-addressed &

stamped envelope

Take care of postage for those who
are donating! Donations should be
sent to you so you can also track your

donations. Turn

in your donations at a formation
meeting or bring to the parish center
in an envelope marked ASP and
make sure your name is included to

receive credit.

You may ask for donations in an

email or on social media.

You can post the donation letter/form
& ask donors to complete it with a
check payable to St. Giles ASP OR
include the Give Central donation link
(found on the St. Giles Parish website-
ASP) so donors can make payments
online & add your name as the teen to

credit.

You may set up a GoFundMe page
to solicit donations for your trip. You
will need to turn in any money

collected via your GoFundMe page to
St. Giles.

In order to count toward your ASP
amount due, money must be turned in
to St. Giles by July 1%. Any donations
received after July 1°* will not be
credited to you/eligible for

reimbursement.
