A SA'TANAS@»

QHO @W CAN SATAN CAST
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Querida familia, hoy, el Evangelio nos invita a comparar dos
enemigos irreconciliables: Jests y el espiritu del mal. El Evangelio
afirma: «Los escribas que habian bajado de Jerusalén decfan:
‘Estd poseido por Beelzebul’» (Mc 3,22). Este versiculo nos
ayuda a comprender la inquietud de los miembros de la familia de
Jests, que fueron para llevirselo a casa.

En efecto, tal como podemos observar, Jesis no es acusado
porque ha roto la Ley, o las costumbres judias, o el Sdbado. Ni
tampoco se le denuncia por blasfemar. jEl es acusado de estar
poseido por el principe de los demonios! Tengamos en cuenta
que ésta es una de las primeras acusaciones dirigidas hacia Jesus,
antes de que le acusaran por quebrantar la Ley Judfa.

Pero el hecho interesante es la respuesta que Jests les dio:
«¢Coémo puede Satands expulsar a Satands? Si un reino estd
dividido contra si mismo, ese reino no puede subsistir.

Nadie puede entrar en la casa del fuerte y saquear su ajuar, si no
ata primero al fuerte» (Mc 3,23-24.27). Esto muestra que Jesus
rechaza completamente la idea de que El estd actuando para
Satanis. Por este motivo, Fl empieza a exponer la paribola de la
casa del hombre fuerte. De una u otra manera, esta pardbola
parece apuntar directamente a la misién de Jests. Y esta misién
muestra el Reino de Dios “atando” al hombre fuerte, Satands, a
través de la salvacién realizada por Jests.

En efecto, la expulsién de los espiritus malignos nos demuestra
que El es més fuerte que Satands. El Papa Francisco, en una
audiencia general, afirmé: «En nuestro entorno, basta con abrir
un periédico y vemos que la presencia del mal existe, que el
Diablo actda. Pero quisiera decir en voz alta: {Dios es mds fuerte!
Vosotros, ¢creéis esto: que Dios es més fuerte?».

Familia, no nos extrafie, por tanto, si en nuestro caminar
aparecen esas contradicciones. Serdn indicio de que vamos por
buen camino. Recemos por esas personas y pidamos al Senor que
nos dé aguante para resistir siempre al mal. Amen.

Dear family, today, the Gospel invites us to compare
two irreconcilable enemies: Jesus and the spirit of evil.
The Gospel states: "The scribes who had come down
from Jerusalem said: 'He is possessed by Beelzebul (Mk
3:22). This verse helps us understand the concern of the
members of Jesus' family, who came to take him home.

In fact, as we can see, Jesus is not accused because he has
broken the Law, or Jewish customs, or the Sabbath. Nor
is he denounced for blaspheming. He is accused of being
possessed by the prince of demons! Let us keep in mind
that this is one of the first accusations directed towards
Jesus, before he was accused of breaking Jewish Law.

But the interesting fact is the answer that Jesus gave
them: “How can Satan cast out Satan? If a kingdom is
divided against itself, that kingdom cannot stand.

No one can enter the strong man's house and plunder
his trousseau unless he first binds the strong man" (Mark
3:23-24.27). This shows that Jesus completely rejects the
idea that He is acting for Satan. For this reason, He
begins to expound the parable of the strong man's house.
In one way or another, this parable seems to point
directly to the mission of Jesus. And this mission shows
the Kingdom of God “binding” the strong man, Satan,
through the salvation accomplished by Jesus.

Indeed, the expulsion of evil spirits shows us that He is
stronger than Satan. Pope Francis, in a general audience,
stated: «In our environment, it is enough to open a
newspaper and we see that the presence of evil exists,
that the Devil acts. But I would like to say out loud: God
is stronger! Do you believe this: that God is stronger?

Family, let us not be surprised, therefore, if these
contradictions appear in our walk. They will be an
indication that we are on the right track. Let us pray for
these people and ask the Lord to give us the endurance to

always resist evil. Amen. _
