      Well, summer is beginning to wind down and the beautiful fall weather is about to begin! As much as I love 
summer, I do love the fall season because it is cooler and more comfortable, the annoying bugs are dying off, and   
of course the trees begin to change color (if it hasn’t begun yet)! Earlier this year, I did mention Mass time  
changes for the weekend that was planned for after Labor Day. Since then, there have been unexpected items and 
concerns that came to my attention. I would like to spend a little time on this. In Bishop Felton’s Pastoral Letter, 
he write  

 “This call to mission is not just some new idea or the next program or another five-year plan. It is a mandate. It is 
at the heart and core of the preaching of Jesus, as he proclaims, “The Kingdom of God is at hand; repent and     
believe in the gospel” (Mark 1:15). It is the clarion challenge given to us by Jesus Christ himself, “Go therefore 
and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son and of the Holy      
Spirit” (Matthew 28:19). It is aligned with the mission charge taken up in our diocese by the likes of Venerable 
Frederic Baraga, Msgr. Joseph Buh, and our beloved Bishop Paul Sirba, who stated, “It is time for us to move on 
to evangelization and mission” (Presbyteral Council Minutes, March 8, 2018).”   

     To go out on mission, I desire to be able to reach out to the people in the mission field of DR, BC, Bena, Fed. 
Dam, and CL. My original hope and plan were that I would be present in Deer River on Sunday’s, Tuesdays, and 
Wednesdays, and Saint Charles on Thursdays, Fridays, and Saturdays (Saturday evening Mass to end). This way I 
can stay after Mass or even visit people outside of the parishes. Lastly, the other concern was the shift workers in 
Grand Rapids/Cohasset are currently driving to Duluth for Mass on Sunday evenings. This of course, is a long 
drive, and since Saint Mary’s and GR and Cohasset are in the same mission field, it would be good to offer a 
weekend Mass that works for them. It is always good to work with each other because if a kingdom is divided 
against itself, that kingdom cannot stand. 25 And if a house is divided against itself, that house will not be able to 
stand (MK 3:24-25).   

So, as of now, the weekend Mass times will not change after Labor Day. Thank you.
