    Merry Christmas everyone! I hope that everyone was able to be with family and friends as we celebrated Jesus’ 
birthday! However, the Catholic Church sees this as a big celebration and does not celebrate Jesus’ birthday for 
only one day. She celebrates and invites us to celebrate His birth just over two weeks which the season ends 
on Sunday, January 11th, 2026, when we celebrate Jesus’ baptism. I invite everyone to take the Christmas season 
with great joy and celebration!    

    On January 1st, we celebrate the Solemnity of Holy Mary, Mother of God (Theotokos).  Here is a snippet 
from The Catholic Company on Theotokos:     

                             “Theotokos” means “God-bearer”—that is, one who gave birth to God.  

   The word was in use by the 3rd century. The Council of Nicaea in 325 A.D. formally approved it, making it the 
Blessed Mother’s first official title. Subsequent councils reaffirmed the vital significance of Theotokos, most     
notably the Council of Ephesus in 431.   

Why was the Church so bent on reminding everyone about this title?   

Because Theotokos is far more than a devout way of honoring the Blessed Mother: it is a one-word defense of the 
Hypostatic Union—that is, the union of Christ’s two Natures, divine and human, in His one divine Person” (What 
does the word “Theotokos” mean? | The Catholic Company®  

   Because we honor Mary as Mother of God, January 1st is a Day of Obligation. Mass at Saint Charles Church 
will be on December 31st, at 5:30 PM, and at Saint Mary’s Church on January 1st, 9:00 AM. Let’s come together 
on the first day of the year to worship our God through Mary, His Mother!    

  Lastly, we have the Trivia Night team sign up on our website! Please let as many people know! This fundraiser is 
to help pay our DRE wages! A Director of Religious Education is very important at any parish. They work hard 
to set up classes, teach classes, go to camps, put summer activities together, create healthy and strong relationships 
with students and families, to help the pastor at the parish, and the list goes on.
