Have a minimum of a high school diploma (or equivalent)

Have a minimum of one (1) year of experience in an early childhood education setting
prior to being appointed to position (unless other qualifying similar experience is
substituted. This exception may be allowed at the discretion of the director and pastor).
Have some knowledge of the development stages of infants

Have a criminal background check and SAFE HAVEN training (online);

If the teacher has attended VIRTUS previously, but it has been five (5) or more years
since the initial or most recent training, the teacher must complete the online session for
SAFE HAVEN.

Will obtain at least 24 hours of professional development (CEU) each calendar year
