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Dear Sisters and Brothers in the Lord:

With all the recent debates and reactions that have
taken place in regards to Migrants and/or Refugees, I
have found the following summary of the words of Pope
Francis on that subject a blessing. Allow me to share
with you some of what the Pope has said.

Quoting the Bible, the Holy Father offered the
following: “You shall treat the stranger who sojourns
with you as the native among you, and you shall love him
as yourself, for you were strangers in the land of Egypt: [
am the Lord your God. (Lev. 19:34)....1 have repeatedly
expressed my particular concern for the lamentable
situation of many migrants and refugees fleeing from
war, persecution, natural disasters and poverty....Every
stranger who knocks at our door is an opportunity for an
encounter with Jesus Christ, Who identified with the wel-
comed and rejected strangers of every age. (Mt. 25:35-43)
The Lord entrusts to the Church’s motherly love every
person forced to leave their homeland in search of a better
future....Our shared response may be articulated in four
verbs: to welcome, to protect, to promote and to inte-
grate.

Welcoming means offering broader options for
migrants and refugees to enter destination Countries safe-

ly and legally...protecting may be understood as a series
of steps intended to defend the rights and dignity of mi-
grants and refuges independent of their status.
...Promoting essentially means a determined effort to en-
sure that all migrants and refugees—as well as all com-
munities which welcome them—are empowered to
achieve their potential as human beings, in all the
dimensions which constitute the humanity intended by
the Creator....integrating concerns the opportunities for
intercultural enrichment...a contact that leads to discover-
ing...to being open to them in order to welcome their val-
id aspects and thus contribute to knowing each other bet-
ter...In order to achieve the desired outcome, the
contribution of political communities and civil societies is
indispensable, each according to their own responsibili-
ties.”

As we listen to others debate this all important
matter, perhaps the words of Pope Francis will help guide
our understanding and contributions to discussions that
lead to a world of peace and common acceptance. May
God bless the efforts of all people of good will to accom-
plish that fact.
