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Dear Sisters and Brothers in the Lord:

One of the strongest memories I have from my
twenty-six years as a student (Grade school through
Graduate school) is taking tests. Professors in College
and Graduate school were similar to those I had as a
child. They gave instruction, they passed out notes for
study, they presented “surprise quizzes” and they each
expected a final exam to be completed thoroughly and
without exception. Some of my teachers, like Miss Drop-
pers in sixth grade, were very good role models and fine
presenters. Others, who shall remain nameless, could put
a snail to sleep!

When test time rolled around, we were assigned
seats—usually with an empty desk in between us and the
persons around us. | was always amazed at how some of
the teachers figured out a seating plan in order for them to
assure no sharing of answers. In Grade School with my
twin brother, one of the Sisters who taught us was con-
vinced that my brother and I cheated on tests. She put
one of us in the right front seat and the other in the back
left seat. She was amazed to discover that we still made
the same errors on the same questions! She claimed that
we both taught her what the word “identical” actually
meant.

In College Seminary and Graduate school things
were pretty similar. The only difference was that at the
Graduate level testing was done orally and was given in
Italian! The Dean of the school of Canon Law told all of
us priests as we began studies that unless we could ex-
press ourselves clearly in at least two languages (other
than our native tongue) we ought not to consider our-
selves scholars.

All of this brought me to the realization that the
following statement form my favorite author, anonymous,
contains a great deal of truth: If you ever wonder why
God seems silent when things get difficult, just remember
that the teacher is always quiet during the test! Except
for Graduate school that was true throughout my educa-
tional career. But another point was also true: just as the
teacher would offer assurance or minimal guidance to un-
derstand a test question, so too does God offer assurance
and guidance to us. You had to listen carefully to the
teacher to understand; and you have to listen even more
carefully to God’s voice. The calm of the classroom is
like the necessary quieting of our spirit in order to con-
centrate on the voice within and allow the Lord to speak
to our heart through His Own. May you remain the atten-
tive one in order to hear The Whisperer.

DESDE EL PASTOR

Queridas Hermanas y Hermanos en el Sefor:

Uno de los recuerdos mas fuertes que tengo de mis veintiséis aios como estudiante (desde la escuela pri-
maria hasta la escuela de postgrado) es tomar examenes. Los profesores en la universidad y la escuela de post-
grado eran similares a los que tenia cuando era nifio. Dieron instruccion, repartieron notas para el estudio, presen-
taron "cuestionarios sorpresa" y cada uno esperaba que el examen final se completara a fondo y sin excepcion. Al-
gunos de mis maestros, como Miss Droppers en sexto grado, fueron muy buenos modelos y excelentes presen-
tadores. Otros, que permaneceran anénimos, jno podrian dormir mas que un caracol!

Cuando lleg6 el momento de la prueba, nos asignaron asientos, generalmente con un escritorio vacio entre
nosotros y las personas que nos rodeaban. Siempre me sorprendié como algunos de los maestros descubrieron un
plan de asientos para asegurarse de no compartir las respuestas. En la escuela primaria con mi hermano gemelo,
una de las hermanas que nos ensefi6 estaba convencida de que mi hermano y yo hicimos trampa en las pruebas.
Puso a uno de nosotros en el asiento delantero derecho y el otro en el asiento trasero izquierdo. jSe sorprendi6 al
descubrir que todavia cometiamos los mismos errores en las mismas preguntas! Ella afirmé que ambos le ense-
flamos qué significaba realmente la palabra "idéntico".

En el seminario universitario y la escuela de postgrado las cosas fueron bastante similares. jLa inica
diferencia fue que en el nivel de Graduados las pruebas se hicieron oralmente y se dieron en italiano! EI Decano
de la Facultad de Derecho Candnico nos dijo a todos nosotros, sacerdotes, cuando comenzamos los estudios que, a
menos que pudiéramos expresarnos claramente en al menos dos idiomas (ademés de nuestra lengua materna), no
deberiamos considerarnos académicos.

Todo esto me llevd a darme cuenta de que la siguiente declaracion de mi autor favorito, anonimo, contiene
una gran cantidad de verdad: si alguna vez te preguntas por qué Dios parece callado cuando las cosas se ponen
dificiles, recuerda que el maestro siempre esta tranquilo durante la prueba ! A excepcion de la escuela de posgrado
que fue cierto a lo largo de mi carrera educativa. Pero otro punto también era cierto: asi como el maestro ofreceria
seguridad o una guia minima para comprender una pregunta de prueba, Dios también nos ofrece seguridad y guia.
Debes escuchar atentamente al maestro para entender; y debes escuchar aun mas cuidadosamente la voz de Dios.
La calma del salon de clases es como aquietar nuestro espiritu para concentrarse en la voz interior y permitir que
el Sefior hable a nuestro corazon por medio de los Suyos. Que permanezcas atento para escuchar a The Whisperer.
