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Dear Sisters and Brothers in the Lord: 
  
 During the Advent Season we are all given the 
opportunity to examine our lives and decide how we may 
better them, as well as our very self, in order to more 
closely follow the Way of the Lord.  This Holy Season is 
not only a time to prepare our hearts for the celebration of 
the Nativity of the Lord, it is also a time to prepare for a 
better understanding of how to bring about the Kingdom 
of God among us.  One of the ways in which we can do 
that is through the celebration of the Sacrament of Recon-
ciliation—i.e., going to Confession. 
 
 Our parish Penance Service is scheduled for THIS 
Wednesday, December 5th.  It will be held at two different 
times:  1 PM for the school children and other adults able 
to attend; and 6 PM for all parishioners wishing to attend.  
There will be six or seven priests here to help celebrate 
the Sacrament, depending on the time of day.  The even-
ing celebration will have the most priests available. 
 
 The gift of the Sacrament of Reconciliation is to 
offer our hearts an opportunity to realize where we need 
to change, what we need to address in order to accom-
plish that; and how we can best bring about making a dif-
ference in our lives.  When we have the courage to 
acknowledge a wrong-doing, we begin to allow the Grace  

 
of Conversion to bring newness of life and love to us all. 
 
 Conversion occurs when we do not allow the fear 
of rejection to undue the hope of reconciliation.  Fear de-
stroys love; Hope nourishes it.  Instead of building a for-
tress of arrogant judgement to isolate our hearts from 
those who have wronged us, or whom we have 
wronged—the Sacrament calls us to step into the freedom 
of humbled honesty that says:  If I have done wrong, for-
give me; if I have failed, help me—let me know the heal-
ing balm of Mercy so that the fullness of Loving Kind-
ness may guide me to the Light of Trust and Peace. 
 
 It is within the manifest Grace of the Sacrament of 
Reconciliation that we are given a sure sign of God’s love 
and acceptance.  It is this Sacrament that gives us the 

courage to strive to be renewed in the Spirit of Christ so 
that we may become a living manifestation of His Pres-
ence among us.  It is the hope of both Father Shine and 

me that each of us may decide to come and share this gift 
with one another.  How different our hearts will be after 
the realization that we are made one in the Spirit of Love 

and that the birth of Christ is, indeed, the hope that trans-
forms us into Disciples of His Kingdom.
