It is when a cyber -criminal fakes the name and e-mail address of a person 
that you know, usually a priest, pastor, or bishop. They pretend to be a person they are not in order to lure 
you into a charitable donation, the purchase of gift cards or the electronic transfer of funds. These attacks 
come in the form of e-mail messages and text messages on your phones. There are no software defenses 
against these attacks available at this time. The best defense is awareness that they are happening, what they 
look like and the ability to not reply to the messages, simply ignore the message and delete it from your 
device. We are getting more reports of these kind of attacks.  Parishioners please be aware that clergy and 
staff will not solicit funds/donations by e-mail or text.
