IS 60:1-6; PS 72:1-2, 7-8, 10-11, 12-13; EPH 3:2-3a, 5-6; MT 2:1-12 
 
Today, we celebrate the Epiphany of our Lord. The Gospel account of the three magi traveling to meet Baby 
Jesus is one that we know well. Yet, when we pause to reflect on this moment when these men met Christ for 
the first time, we recognize that there is much to be said for us still today.  
 
When the magi entered the house, it says, “they saw the child with Mary his mother. They prostrated them-
selves and did him homage.” Clearly these men knew that they were in the presence of their King. They also 
came bearing gifts of gold, frankincense and myrrh, which symbolize Christ’s kingship, divinity and humani-
ty.
