Before that time, Masses had been celebrated in a log cabin, various family 
homes, and a local hall.  
St. Mary’s in Alexandria is the “middle child” of the Anderson-Alexandria Pastorate. St. Mary’s in Anderson was 
founded in 1858, and St. Ambrose was founded in 1947. Among the three parishes in the Pastorate, we have a total 
of 362 years of Catholic faith!  
May God bless and multiply the faith of the people St. Mary’s in Alexandria, and of all the parishes in the Pastorate.  
Adult Faith Formation: Several folks have expressed the desire for adult faith formation opportunities in the parishes 
of the Pastorate.  
One opportunity is an online program called “FORMED.” FORMED provides content from more than 60 
organizations not only for adult faith formation but formation for children and young people. This includes various 
offerings in Spanish.  
To sign up, go to https://:formed.org/signup and select Sign Up, then Sign Up as a Parishioner. Then select 
the Anderson Alexandria Pastorate. After entering your name and email, submit this information for an email to be 
sent to your Inbox. Click on that link from FORMED and your account is verified! 
In addition to online resources, there have been requests for in-person sessions or series. A few people have asked 
about attending RCIA meetings, which is really not an option. The RCIA (Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults) is 
focused on the faith journey of those discerning or preparing for baptism or reception into the Catholic Church, and 
their needs are much different from those of those who are already Catholic and seeking to grow in their faith. 
At one of our recent weekly “Three Priest Meetings,” we discussed options, possibilities, and ideas. We have a few 
of those, but we really want to hear from people in the Pastorate. If you have a topic that you would like to be 
addressed in an adult faith formation setting, let me know by email at fr.tmetzger@dol-in.org. I can’t guarantee that 
your request will be granted but I can guarantee that it will be seriously considered!
