It’s been a while since I’ve written anything about the
pastoral plan for the Anderson-Alexandria Pastorate,
officially called the Pastorate Vision Plan.

As you may remember, this plan is the work of a team that
was formed from members of all three parishes in the
Pastorate, as well as Pastorate clergy and lay leadership.
The information provided by parishioners of all three
parishes through a Pastorate-wide survey gave the team a
lot to work with, and we were assisted by an outside
consultant from Our Sunday Visitor and by diocesan
leaders.

The plan has gone through many drafts, and has now been
submitted to a review board at the diocesan level. From
there, the plan will go to Bishop Doherty, then returned to
us with suggestions for changes before the plan is finalized.
(And even the “final” draft is not final as we will need to be
flexible in implementing the plan. And each year, we will
develop strategies for the future so that this will always be a
three-year “rolling” plan.)

The plan is organized around the Three Pillars identified by
the Diocese: Mission, Community, and Witness.

There is still much to be done even before the plan is
finalized and officially announced, sometime after the first
of the year. And there will be even more to do afterwards.
The plan is for the Pastorate, parishes, and parishioners, not
for the clergy and staff alone. So as you learn about the
plan, I pray that you will also be considering how you (not
“they””) will help it to become reality.

Stay tuned!

Meanwhile, did you hear the rumor about the major gas
leak and the evacuation of the buildings at St. Mary’s in
Anderson?

On Thursday, October 27, workers installing a fiber optic
cable damaged a gas line and there was a significant leak.
The gas company was called, power was turned off, and the
school and parish buildings (Holy Cross North and St.
Mary’s Anderson) were evacuated. Our students ended up
at the Anderson Police Station, where their parents picked
them up. There were some severe headaches and upset
stomachs but no serious injury and no damage to any
buildings.

Some rumors need to be debunked; some, ignored; and
some, confirmed! Fortunately this rumor had a happy
ending.

We all thank God for the safety of our students, faculty,
staff, and volunteers! (And our buildings!)
