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OFF THE ToP OF My HEAD...

We just completed the annual observance of Catholic
Schools Week, and we have much to celebrate in our
Pastorate, with our two excellent Catholic schools, Holy
Cross School in Anderson and St. Mary’s school in
Alexandria.

I recently read an article in the December 2022 edition of
America Magazine* about the annual “report card” issued
by the National Assessment of Educational Programs, which
provides information on student achievement and learning.
The NAEP, mandated by Congress, has been in existence
since 1969.

Not surprisingly, the NAEP reported that the Covid
pandemic resulted in significant reversals in math and
reading in schools throughout the country. But these
reversals were much less serious, and in some cases
nonexistent, in Catholic Schools in the U.S. On eighth-grade
reading scores, for example, Catholic schools actually
improved by one point while charter and public schools
each lost three points.

The data shows that if all the Catholic schools were all
grouped together as a separate state, they’d be the highest
performing state in the nation on all four NAEP tests!

One Catholic education leader was quoted in the article: “I
think the results are a reflection of the hard work that
Catholic school teachers and leaders have been doing
throughout the pandemic and...a reflection of what Catholic
schools’ mission-driven, faith-filled and community-focused
leadership has done to support kids and communities
throughout Covid.”

I completely agree!

The National Catholic Education Association (NCEA)
recently pointed out that the report card’s findings also show
that Catholic schools are near the top in learning outcomes
for students receiving free and reduced-price lunch,
“demonstrating the system’s commitment to underprivileged
students.”

Again, [ completely agree! And this is certainly a reality at
St. Mary’s and Holy Cross, for which we can be very proud.

Happy Belated Catholic Schools Week, Holy Cross and St.

Un lider de educacion catolica fue citado en el articulo: “Creo
que los resultados reflejan el arduo trabajo que los maestros y
lideres de las escuelas catolicas han estado haciendo durante la
pandemia y... son un reflejo de lo que ha hecho liderazgo de lo
que las escuelas catolicas—impulsado por la misién, la fe y la
comunidad—ha hecho para apoyar a los nifios y las
comunidades a lo largo de Covid”.
