Here’s an update on our plans for the Pastorate Pentecost
Mass and Picnic.

The results of the last month’s survey showed strong support
for the plan of having one Mass for the entire Pastorate on
Pentecost Sunday, (May 19 this year). (The Saturday Masses
will be celebrated as normally scheduled.)

Sooner rather than later, we will be inviting parishioners to
indicate their intention to attend.

Here’s what we have put together (tentatively) so far: There
will be one Mass in the Pastorate on Sunday morning, May
19, at St. Ambrose Church, with a picnic following, also at
St. Ambrose. The Mass will be bilingual and we want to
include liturgical and music ministers from all three parishes.

Everything will take place at St. Ambrose, with a large tent
or tents being erected on the lot to the north of the parish
offices. The main courses for the meal (including both
Hispanic and American options) will be catered. We will also
provide a limited number of gluten-free meals. We may ask
for volunteers to bring in special items like desserts or
drinks.

Parking may be a problem, so we will be encouraging
carpooling, as well exploring the possibility of nearby off-site
parking and the use of shuttles to move people to and from
that location.

We hope to have some fun activities, such as that ancient
Catholic tradition, BINGO, and kids’ games, too.

We have formed a steering committee which consists of Janie
Cervantes (St. Mary, Anderson), Kristin Hahn (St. Ambrose)
and Tara Norris (St. Mary, Alexandria). They will be looking
for volunteers, both in preparing for the event and in directly
helping before, during, and after. If you have already
indicated an interest, someone will be in touch with you
soon. If you haven’t, please call your parish office soon to
volunteer.

We will also be looking for either corporate or personal
financial sponsorships, as well as donors for door prizes and
game prizes.

Of course, the priority in our Pastorate right now is to be
totally engaged in Lent, then the Easter Triduum and Easter
Season. But what a great way to celebrate the last day of the
Easter Season - with the Pastorate Pentecost Mass and
Picnic!
