DID You KNOW? - THE TRADITION OF BLESSING FOODS
EATEN ON EASTER SUNDAY

On Holy Saturday morning everyone is invited to bring foods that they will eat on
Easter Sunday for blessing. There is evidence that this custom started before the
year 1000 AD in Central and Eastern Europe. The practice of blessing our food
before we eat is a common practice we have as Catholics— “Bless us, O Lord, and
these Thy gifts which we are about to receive through Christ Our Lord. Amen.”
“The foods we ecat at Easter are blessed to commemorate His dynamic act of
salvation, His Passion, Death, and Resurrection. We eat these blessed foods to
break our Lenten fast so that we might joyfully remember that He is risen, alive

and with us.

If you don’t eat these exact foods with your Easter meal, bring the traditional foods your family shares to be blessed. But
here are some of the foods that are traditionally blessed and how they connect to our faith:

BLESSING OF THE PASCHAL L.AMB
The Lamb, either made of meat or a symbolic lamb in the form of cake or butter is the ancient Passover food by whose
blood the Israelites were saved. Jesus is our Pascal (Passover) Lamb by whose blood we are saved.

BLESSING OF OTHER MEATS

Ham celebrates the freedom of the New Law which came into effect through Jesus’ resurrection, in distinction to the Old
Law which forbade certain meats. Sausage is an ethnic addition to enhance the celebration; its links reminds us of the chains
of death which were broken when Jesus arose.

BLESSING OF BREAD
Bread reminds us of Jesus, the risen Lord, who in the Eucharist is the food of our earthly journey and the true bread of
everlasting life.

BLESSING OF DAIRY FOODS

BLESSING OF EGGS
Eggs are a sign of hope and resurrection. Jesus comes froth from the tomb as the chick breaks the shell at birth. Because of
the special meaning, it is fitting that the eggs to be blessed be decorated with symbols of Easter, Alleluia, and so forth.

BLESSING OF CAKES AND PASTRIES

BLESSING OF HORSERADISH (HERBS)

Horseradish represents the bitter herbs prescribed in the original Passover meal as a reminder of the bitterness and harshness
of life in Egypt. It reminds us of the bitterness of Jesus’ Passion by which He entered into glory.

BLESSING OF WINE
Wine is the drink of the Passover meal and the Last Supper. Its sparkle reminds us of the glory of Easter. Wine gladdens
our hearts and helps us enter into the joy of the resurrection.

¢SABIAS? - LA TRADICION DE BENDECIR LOS ALIMENTOS
CONSUMIDOS EL DOMINGO DE PASCUA

El sabado santo por la mafiana, todos estan invitados a traer los alimentos que
comeran el domingo de Pascua para ser bendecidos. Hay evidencia de que esta
costumbre comenzd antes del afio 1000 d.C. en Europa Central y Oriental. La
practica de bendecir nuestra comida antes de comer es una practica comin que
tenemos como catdlicos: "Bendicenos, Sefior, y estos tus dones que vamos a
recibir por Cristo nuestro Sefior. Amén". "Los alimentos que comemos en Pascua
estan bendecidos para conmemorar Su dinamico acto de salvacion, Su Pasion,
Muerte y Resurreccion. Comemos estos alimentos bendecidos para romper
nuestro ayuno cuaresmal y asi recordar con alegria que El ha resucitado, esta vivo y esta con nosotros". '

Si no comes estos alimentos exactos en tu comida de Pascua, trae los alimentos tradicionales que tu familia comparte para
ser bendecidos. Pero aqui hay algunos de los alimentos que tradicionalmente se bendicen y como se conectan con nuestra fe:

BENDICION DEL CORDERO PAScuAL
El Cordero, ya sea hecho de carne o un cordero simboélico en forma de pastel o mantequilla, es el alimento antiguo de la
Pascua por cuya sangre los Israelitas fueron salvados. Jests es nuestro Cordero Pascual, por cuya sangre somos salvados.

BENDICION DE OTRAS CARNES

El jamoén celebra la libertad de la Nueva Ley que entrd en efecto a través de la resurreccion de Jests, en contraste con la
Antigua Ley que prohibia ciertas carnes. La salchicha es una adicidn étnica para realzar la celebracion; sus eslabones nos
recuerdan las cadenas de la muerte que fueron rotas cuando Jesus resucito.

BENDICION DEL PAN
El pan nos recuerda a Jests, el Sefor resucitado, quien en la Eucaristia es el alimento de nuestro viaje terrenal y el
verdadero pan de la vida eterna.

BENDICION DE PRODUCTOS LACTEOS

BENDICION DE LOS HUEVOS

Los huevos son un signo de esperanza y resurreccion. Jesus sale del sepulcro como el pollito rompe el cascaréon al nacer.
Debido al significado especial, es apropiado que los huevos a bendecir estén decorados con simbolos de Pascua, Aleluya, y
asi sucesivamente.

BENDICION DE PASTELES Y REPOSTERIA

BENDICION DEL RABANO PICANTE (HIERBAS)
El rdbano picante representa las hierbas amargas prescritas en la comida original de la Pascua como recordatorio de la
amargura y dureza de la vida en Egipto. Nos recuerda la amargura de la Pasion de Jests por la cual entr6 en la gloria.

BENDICION DEL VINO
El vino es la bebida de la comida de la Pascua y la Ultima Cena. Su efervescencia nos recuerda la gloria de la Pascua. El vino
alegra nuestros corazones y nos ayuda a entrar en la alegria de la resurreccion.

2023 - 2024 MID YEAR FINANCIAL SUMMARY:
ST. MARY PARISH, ANDERSON

To the Parishioners of St. Mary Parish, Anderson

We are providing you with the 2023-2024 Mid Year financial results for St. Mary
Parish Anderson as well as a comparison to our mid year budget.

As we reported previously, parish income in fiscal year 2022-2023 was favorable,
due in large part to a bequest. Had it not been for the bequest, the overall net result
would have been a loss of ($69,938), which would have required the parish to dip
into their savings account to make up the shortfall.

Through the first six months of this fiscal year (from July 1, 2023 thru December
31, 2023) our expenses (driven primarily by the school subsidy of $204,194), fall
($124,389) short of income and we will have to turn to our savings account to make
up the difference.

We can not continue to rely on our savings to make up the shortfall.

Each week, we have been reporting on the level of giving and set a weekly
collection goal of $11,110. Our collection goal, thru March 10, 2024 is $411,070.
We have received $366,030 meaning we are $45,040 short of our collection goal.

If we are to continue to grow as a parish, and fulfill our mission to Holy Cross
School, we need to ensure we meet our collection goal on a weekly and annual
basis. Please feel free to contact me with any questions you might have.

RESUMEN FINANCIERO INTERMEDIO 2023-2024: IGLESIA DE
SANTA MARIA, ANDERSON

A los feligreses de la Parroquia de Santa Maria, Anderson:

Les proporcionamos los resultados financieros del afio medio 2023-2024 para la
Parroquia de Santa Maria, Anderson, asi como una comparacion con nuestro
presupuesto para el afilo medio.

Como informamos anteriormente, los ingresos parroquiales en el aflo fiscal 2022-
2023 fueron favorables, debido en gran parte a un legado. Si no hubiera sido por el
legado, el resultado neto general habria sido una pérdida de ($69,938), lo que habria
requerido que la parroquia recurriera a su cuenta de ahorros para cubrir el déficit.

Durante los primeros seis meses de este afio fiscal (del 1 de julio de 2023 al 31 de
diciembre de 2023), nuestros gastos (impulsados principalmente por la subvencion
escolar de $204,194) caen ($124,389) por debajo de los ingresos y tendremos que
recurrir a nuestra cuenta de ahorros para cubrir la diferencia. No podemos seguir
confiando en nuestros ahorros para cubrir el déficit.

Cada semana, hemos estado informando sobre el nivel de donaciones y
estableciendo una meta de colecta semanal de $11,110. Nuestra meta de colecta,
hasta el 10 de marzo de 2024, es de $411,070. Hemos recibido $366,030, lo que
significa que estamos $45,040 por debajo de nuestra meta de colecta.

Si queremos seguir creciendo como parroquia y cumplir nuestra mision con la
Escuela Holy Cross, necesitamos asegurarnos de alcanzar nuestra meta de colecta
semanal y anualmente. No duden en ponerse en contacto conmigo si tienen alguna
pregunta.

How do you know
unless you try? Maybe you’d like to come and try? Call or come see me! Some people have found the just-right spot. That’s
also a very good thing.

We have been gifted with a number of hams. We will use some of what you gave to put together simple Easter dinners for
some of our pantry people who come during Holy Week. We want to share good food and Good News, acknowledging the
Holiness of this time of year.
