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OFF THE ToP OF My HEAD...

On April 13-14, I spoke at the weekend Masses concerning the
financial situation facing the parishes and schools in the
Anderson-Alexandria Pastorate. The core message was that
unless we make drastic changes, our parishes will run out of
funds and be unable to provide the financial support needed for
St. Mary’s School in Alexandria and Holy Cross School in
Anderson.

Since then, there has not been much of a follow-up to that
message. This is not because we have not been working on
ways to address these shortfalls.

While it has not been possible in two months to develop a
detailed, comprehensive plan for moving forward, I can point
to the steps we have taken and those that are available to us,
for the immediate future and beyond.

1.  We have frozen all lay employees’ salaries for the coming
year. (Priests’ salary amounts are mandated by the diocese
and cannot be frozen.)

2. We have transitioned from full-time to part-time positions
when feasible.

3. We are discontinuing the use of some paid services (such
as lawn care), and using volunteers or staff to address
those needs.

4. Both schools operated without budgets for several years.
We are establishing budgets in both schools.

5. We will increase the tuition fees at both schools by
equitable, reasonable amounts.

6. We have the option of interest-free loans from the diocese,
which would immediately address our cash flow issues.

7.  We will ask parishioners to increase their financial
support of the church where possible, including regular
support of the parish and support of the diocesan Catholic
Ministries Appeal.

8. We will invite financial support for our schools in the
form of direct donations, fund raising, and donations to
our Scholarship Granting Organization. (See https://
www.i4ged.org/sgo.)

9. We will look for sources outside of our parish and school
populations for financial resources. This will include
former parishioners as well as “friends” of our parishes
and schools, as well as (in the long term) grant
possibilities, etc.

We still need to report more accurate figures for the actual
shortfall amounts for the school year that just ended and the
projected shortfall for next year. I hope to share that
information soon.

Meanwhile, if you’re wondering “What now?”, I refer you to
numbers 7 and 8 above. And I ask you to pray, not in
desperation, but in hope, for wisdom, generosity, faith,
patience, and courage for all as we walk this journey together.

PENSAMIENTOS DEL PADRE TOM..

Los dias 13 y 14 de abril, hablé en las misas del fin de semana
sobre la situacion financiera que enfrentan las parroquias y
escuelas del Pastorado Anderson-Alexandria. El mensaje
central fue que, a menos que hagamos cambios drasticos,
nuestras parroquias se quedaran sin fondos y no podran brindar
el apoyo financiero necesario para la escuela St. Mary en
Alexandria y la escuela Holy Cross en Anderson.

Desde ese momento, no ha habido mucho seguimiento a ese
mensaje. Esto no significa que no hayamos estado trabajando
en formas de abordar estas deficiencias.

Si bien en dos meses no ha sido posible desarrollar un plan
detallado e integral para avanzar, puedo sefialar las medidas
que hemos adoptado y las que estan a nuestra disposicion para
el futuro inmediato y mas alla.

1. Hemos congelado todos los salarios de los empleados
laicos para el proximo afio. (Los montos salariales de los
sacerdotes son obligatorios por la didcesis y no pueden
congelarse).

2. Hemos hecho la transicion de puestos de tiempo completo
a puestos de tiempo parcial cuando fue posible.

3. Estamos descontinuando el uso de algunos servicios
pagados (como el cuidado del césped) y utilizaremos
voluntarios o personal propio para abordar esas
necesidades.

4. Ambas escuelas funcionaron sin presupuesto durante
varios anos. Estamos estableciendo presupuestos en ambas
escuelas.

5. Aumentaremos las cuotas de matricula en ambas escuelas
en cantidades equitativas y razonables.

6. Tenemos la opcion de obtener préstamos sin intereses de la
didcesis, lo que solucionaria inmediatamente nuestros
problemas de flujo de efectivo.

7. Pediremos a los feligreses que aumenten su apoyo
financiero a la iglesia siempre que sea posible, incluido el
apoyo regular a la parroquia y el apoyo a la Colecta para el
Obispo.

8. Invitaremos apoyo financiero para nuestras escuelas en
forma de donaciones directas, recaudacion de fondos y

donaciones a nuestra organizacion que otorga becas. (Ver
https://www.i4ged.org/sgo.)

9. Buscaremos fuentes fuera de nuestra poblacion parroquial
y escolar para obtener recursos financieros. Esto incluird a
antiguos feligreses asi como a “amigos” de nuestras
parroquias y escuelas, asi como (a largo plazo)
posibilidades de subvenciones, etc.

Todavia necesitamos informar cifras mas precisas sobre los
montos reales del déficit para el afo escolar que acaba de
terminar y el déficit proyectado para el proximo afio. Espero
pronto compartir esa informacion.

Mientras tanto, si usted se pregunta “;Y ahora qué?”, le remito
a los nimeros 7 y 8 anteriores. Y les pido que oren, no con
desesperacion, sino con esperanza, por sabiduria, generosidad,
fe, paciencia y coraje para todos mientras caminamos juntos en
este viaje.

There was a lot of Food
Ministry activity in May.
Besides the food you so
generously brought, we
received food from these
wonderful community

F oop "lNISTRIEs partners: the Madison

County Retired Teachers’

Association, Alternatives, Chesterfield Community Food
Pantry, the Salvation Army, Crashaw Club, the Anderson
Post Office and the Carmel Post Office.

I didn’t know what to expect from the post office collections.
Youth group kids and their parents stapled more than 5000
postcards to plastic bags from Meijer. The letter carriers put
them in mailboxes, collected food, and divided it up for
several pantries to get food. Some very helpful parishioners
with trucks went to the Anderson post office and picked up
1485 items and brought them back here for 12 volunteers to
sort. Another parishioner brought an additional 636 items
from the Carmel post office. We sorted all 2121 items which
made several of us lose our minds! [ am grateful to all of
you!

Mostly we received fairly standard shelf stable foods. We did
get some random, one-of-a-kind things. It’s fun to put several
randoms on a rolling cart, otherwise known as the treat table,
and push it outside. People get to choose three things and
they love doing that! One guy came back the next day with
his aunt just so she could choose from the treat table!

It really does take a village to fill up the food pantry. God
bless you and our community partners who donated so much
food that we did not have to buy any pantry food this month!
That was a first. To be clear, we did purchase food for the
Second Harvest drive-thru distribution, and whatever was
necessary for the soup ministry, just not for the pantry.

Speaking of the Second Harvest distribution - we purchase
discounted food from the warehouse and give it away two
Mondays a month. This month we served 165 families (635
people) for a cost of $579.38. Each family got over $40
worth of groceries at a cost of less than $1 per person!

About a third of our Second Harvest people walk to us. They
come in wheelchairs, on crutches, with walkers and canes,
and pushing strollers. The rest drive up. The volunteers who
welcome each one are amazing! On May 20, they served 83
families in 45 minutes. I am so grateful for them, too.

Ministerio de Alimentos en mayo.
Ademas de los alimentos que tan

generosamente trajeron, recibimos

comida de estos maravillosos socios

comunitarios: la Asociacion de
Maestros Jubilados del Condado de
Madison, Alternatives, el Banco de
Alimentos Comunitario de Chesterfield, el Ejército de Salvacion, el
Club Crashaw, la Oficina de Correos de Anderson y la Oficina de
Correos de Carmel.

No sabia qué esperar de las colectas de la oficina de correos. Los
nifios del grupo de jovenes y sus padres engraparon mas de 5000
postales a bolsas de plastico de Meijer. Los carteros las pusieron en
los buzones, recogieron alimentos y los dividieron para que varios
bancos de alimentos los recibieran. Algunos feligreses muy
serviciales con camiones fueron a la oficina de correos de Anderson
y recogieron 1485 articulos y los trajeron aqui para que 12
voluntarios los clasificaran. Otro feligrés trajo 636 articulos
adicionales de la oficina de correos de Carmel. Clasificamos los
2121 articulos, jlo cual nos hizo perder la cabeza a varios! Estoy
agradecido con todos ustedes.

En su mayoria, recibimos alimentos estandar y no perecederos.
También recibimos algunas cosas aleatorias y unicas. Es divertido
poner varios articulos aleatorios en un carrito rodante, también
conocido como la mesa de golosinas, y sacarlo afuera. A la gente le
encanta elegir tres cosas y les encanta hacerlo! Un hombre regreso al
dia siguiente con su tia solo para que ella pudiera elegir de la mesa
de golosinas.

Realmente se necesita un pueblo para llenar la despensa de
alimentos. jDios los bendiga a ustedes y a nuestros socios
comunitarios que donaron tanta comida que no tuvimos que comprar
nada para la despensa este mes! Fue la primera vez. Para ser claros,
compramos comida para la distribucion del drive-thru de Second
Harvest, y lo necesario para el ministerio de la sopa, pero no para la
despensa.

Hablando de la distribucion de Second Harvest: compramos
alimentos con descuento del almacén y los regalamos dos lunes al
mes. Este mes servimos a 165 familias (635 personas) a un costo de
$579.38. jCada familia recibié mas de $40 en comestibles a un costo

de menos de $1 por persona!

Alrededor de un tercio de las personas de Second Harvest vienen
caminando. Llegan en sillas de ruedas, con muletas, con andadores y
bastones, y empujando cochecitos. El resto llega en coche. jLos
voluntarios que reciben a cada uno son increibles! El 20 de mayo,
sirvieron a 83 familias en 45 minutos. También estoy muy

agradecido por ellos.
