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OFF THE ToP OF My HEAD...

Last Sunday at St. Mary Alexandria, Bishop Doherty
celebrated an afternoon Mass with migrant agricultural
workers from the nearby camps, along with volunteers
who have been visiting and ministering to the workers.
The occasion was the conclusion of the harvest season
and the approaching departure of the workers from the
area. Three young people celebrated sacraments as
well. Two were confirmed and two received First
Communion. (Yes, there were three young people
receiving four sacraments. One of the three received
both Confirmation and First Communion!)

| was first invited to celebrate Mass at a migrant worker
camp several years ago, when | was Pastor at Our Lady
of Grace in Noblesville. (Ironically, the Mass was at the
Red Gold migrant camp in Orestes, which is part of the
Anderson-Alexandria Pastorate. To continue the irony,
this fall | celebrated Mass with migrant workers, not in
Orestes, but in Elwood and Atlanta. Ironic!)

When | first began to celebrate these “migrant camp
Masses,” my memory took me back to the 1970’s. | was
in middle school when | first heard of people from the
parishes in Muncie going out to celebrate Mass and help
to share the faith with the workers in the nearby migrant
worker camps. | was not a participant, but | remember
hearing conversations about “migrant ministry.”

So participating in these Masses connected me to a
barely-remembered reality from my past. It also helped
me to realize that “migrant ministry” has been happening
in our diocese for over fifty years, in one form or another!
And through the years, participants have come from the
three parishes of what is now the Anderson-Alexandria
Pastorate.

One difference between then and now is that there were
almost no Spanish-speaking parishioners in the
parishes, in Muncie or elsewhere. Now, of course, there
are many. And in addition to volunteer

hispanic “missionaries” from several parishes, including
St. Mary Anderson, and priests who have some level of
Spanish-speaking ability, there are three religious sisters
of the Missionary Servants of the Divine Spirit, a
Colombian order. Having had the opportunity to sit with
them at table after the Mass, | can say that they are
delightful!

| share this information with you for no other reason than
to share it. Sometimes, great things are happening but
they are out of our line of vision. This, | think, is one of
those. Great things are happening!

PENSAMIENTOS DEL PADRE TOM..

El domingo pasado, en la iglesia de Santa Maria de
Alexandria, el obispo Doherty celebré una misa
vespertina con trabajadores agricolas migrantes de los
campamentos cercanos, junto con voluntarios que han
estado visitando y atendiendo a los trabajadores. La
ocasion fue la conclusion de la temporada de cosecha y
la inminente partida de los trabajadores de la zona. Tres
jévenes celebraron también los sacramentos. Dos fueron
confirmados y dos recibieron la Primera Comunién. (Si,
habia tres jévenes recibiendo cuatro sacramentos. jUno
de los tres recibio tanto la Confirmacion como la Primera
Comunion!)

La primera vez que me invitaron a celebrar la Misa en un
campamento de trabajadores migrantes fue hace varios
afios, cuando era parroco de Nuestra Sefiora de las
Gracia en Noblesville. (Irbnicamente, la misa fue en el
campamento de migrantes Red Gold en Orestes, que es
parte de la Pastoral de Anderson-Alexandria. Para
continuar con la ironia, este otofio celebré la Misa con
trabajadores migrantes, no en Orestes, sino en Elwood y
Atlanta (Indiana). jQué irénico!)

Cuando comencé a celebrar estas “Misas de
campamentos de migrantes”, mi memoria me llevo de
regreso a la década de 1970. Yo estaba en la escuela
secundaria cuando escuché por primera vez que la gente
de las parroquias de Muncie salia a celebrar la misa y
ayudar a compartir la fe con los trabajadores de los
campamentos cercanos de trabajadores migrantes. Yo
no participaba, pero recuerdo haber escuchado
conversaciones sobre el “ministerio de los migrantes”.

Por eso, participar en estas misas me conecté con una
realidad de mi pasado que apenas recordaba. También
me ayudd a darme cuenta de que el “ministerio de los
migrantes” ha estado ocurriendo en nuestra diocesis
durante mas de cincuenta afios, jde una forma u otra! Y
a través de los afios, los participantes han venido de las
tres parroquias de lo que ahora es el Pastorado
Anderson-Alexandria.

Una diferencia entre entonces y ahora es que casi no
habia feligreses hispanohablantes en las parroquias, en
Muncie o en otros lugares. Ahora, por supuesto, hay
muchos. Y ademas de los “misioneros” hispanos
voluntarios de varias parroquias, incluida St. Mary
Anderson, y sacerdotes que tienen algun nivel de
habilidad para hablar espariol, hay tres hermanas
religiosas de las Siervas Misioneras del Espiritu Divino,
una orden colombiana. Habiendo tenido la oportunidad
de sentarme con ellos a la mesa después de la Misa,
puedo decir que son encantadores.

Comparto esta informacion con ustedes sin ningun otro
motivo que compartirla. A veces, suceden cosas
grandiosas pero que estan fuera de nuestro alcance
visual. Creo que esta es una de ellas. jEstan sucediendo
cosas grandiosas!
