OBJECTIVES:

3. Continue to reflect on the mystery of the Holy Trinity in relationship to the dignity of 

the human being, the eternal soul, origin of sin and death. 
4. Continue to reflect on the life of Jesus – his titles, the Paschal Mystery. 
5. Continue to reflect on the role of the Holy Spirit as they identify images of the 

church, age of the Spirit, and Pentecost. 
6. Continue to reflect on Mary as model of faith, Virgin Mother, model of faith and the

2. Understand and participate in Eucharistic ministries of lector and usher.

music; local customs; Roman rite, and religious holidays from other cultures. 
5. Understand and explain the sacraments of initiation:  Baptism, Eucharist, 

Confirmation. 
6. Understand and explain the sacraments of healing:  Reconciliation and Anointing of 

the Sick.

8. Understand the importance of purity, chastity, modesty, and marriage.

connected to social justice
