Saint Rita Coloring Page

Materials: Copies of coloring page and crayons or markers or coloring pencils

Instructions: Share with the children the life story of St. Rita. Then share a story of why she is
considered the patron saint of the impossible.

Again, the friend unsure set out to
look for the figs. Once more she
was surprised to find two ripen figs
on the leafless tree.

This story highlights why St. Rita is
known as the saint of the

impossible. Her life story shows us
how through prayer many things are
possible.
