21st Sunday in Ordinary Time

Background:

Through eating the Bread and drinking the
Cup we encounter the real, substantial, and
sacramental presence of Jesus, our risen
Lord. Yet he is not physically present; we are
not cannibals—the mistake that the
recalcitrant disciples make as they too
misunderstand the words of Jesus. Yet Peter
and the other apostles do understand them
correctly and come to deeper faith that God'’s
Holy One is speaking to them and so choose
to keep following him.

e  What doubt or anxiety still makes you
hesitate to follow Jesus?

e Have you ever experienced that Jesus
loves you just as much as a faithful
spouses love each other? How has that
changed your relationships with others?

e  What word of life do we Christians need
to bring to today’s world?
