Saint Peter speaks to us twice today. In the first
reading, we hear an excerpt from his sermon on Pentecost;
in the second, part of his first letter. Once a frightened,
uneducated fisherman who often said just the wrong thing,
now Peter is speaking what he knows to be true. Everything
Jesus had said now makes sense. His death and rising were
all part of God’s plan, and our faith and hope can be
centered on God.

Today’s Gospel tells the story of Jesus’ walk to
Emmaus with two of the disciples. Frightened, sad, and
confused, the two of them don’t recognize Jesus, who tells
them what we heard Peter say above: All this had to happen
as part of God’s plan. In the end, these disciples recognize
Jesus as we are to recognize him—in the breaking of the
bread.

OUR NEW CHURCH

We had our first project status meeting with our
general contractor, Westfall, and our Architect,
{| Ziegler Cooper, on Apr 15. Work is processing
SRS according to their schedule. All the clearing
work is complete and the trees and brush are being ground and/or
removed from our site. The cleared areas will be graded according
to our engineered site plan to ensure water drains to the back of the
property toward the new retention pond. When the utility lines are
in place in the area of the new parking lot, they will gravel that
area so construction vehicles can park there.

Westfall is preparing the pads for the church, pavilion, and SVdP
building, and digging the retention pond. The Westfall trailer for
their construction office is on the soccer field, power has been con-
nected, and they have tied into our well water to feed the trailer and
provide water at the work site. Shortly, Westfall will place 4 loads
of extra dirt behind the pole barn and the Men’s Club will use that
to fill in low areas that hold water today.

During the clearing work, a sewer line that is used by the homes on
Sanders and the apartments on Purvis was discovered running
down the middle of our property and out the back near the Mormon
church. Westfall completed connections to reroute the line two
weeks ago with the approval of the city. Until our site clearing
work had started, we were not aware of the line and neither was the
city as an easement had never been filed when the previous owners
of our property put the line in. The line had to be relocated as it
went right through the new SVdP building and the water retention
pond. We are paying for the work to reroute the line and also
working with the Archdiocese to file a claim with our Title Insur-
ance company to recover the cost. We will file an easement for the
new line with the city so the line is on the property records going
forward. Fortunately, this surprise did not delay the project.

Your support to help KEEP EVERYONE SAFE during
construction is very important and much appreciated.

- DO NOT ENTER THE CONSTRUCTION AREA including any
of the cleared areas of our site. This is for your safety!! We will
continue to publish updates as work progresses.

- Eventually, temporary fencing for security will be placed around
the site for the new church and SVdP building. Please, do not en-
ter these fenced areas.

- The grotto with Our Lady of Guadalupe will not be impacted but
will also not be available for use during construction for your safe-

ty.

- A wood fence has been erected around the statue of Our Lady of
Fatima to protect her during construction and is not accessible.
This area around the pond and Stations of the Cross are outside of
the construction area so you will have access but be careful.

While we did meet our financial goals for our campaign, thanks to
the generous support of many parishioners, our parish will be tak-
ing on a sizable monthly payment. If you are still making payments
on a pledge, please continue to do so until fulfilled. Any additional
gifts to our campaign will also be appreciated. If you would like to
sponsor an element of our new church, we have an updated list of
items that are available in the narthex. The requested donations for
items range from $2,500 to $100,000. Please contact the parish
office for more information.
