WORSHIP

Mark’s Jesus

Mark’s Gospel is the shortest and tersest of all four.
The discourses of Jesus tend to be terser as well. Mark’s
portrayal of Jesus has none of the poetry of the Sermon
on the Mount or the Sermon on the Plain as in Matthew
or Luke, nor the extensive, reflective “I Am” discourses
as in John. Mark’s Jesus “cuts to the chase,” we would
say today. This is reflected quite well in today’s passage.

It is no accident that the dialogue of Jesus at this
point in the Gospel according to Mark - the concluding
words about the end of the world - immediately before his
passion, is riddled with exclamation points and an overall
sense of urgency.

We would do well to re-tool our own way of living
this Advent, for we live in a world urgently in need of
hearing the message of Jesus proclaimed. It’s time for us
to “wake up!” and get out into the world to do it.

OUR NEW CHURCH

Work continues on framing the
dome area of the exterior of the
church. Most of the interior walls
have been framed and some of the
electrical wall drops have been
made. Waterproofing has started
on a portion of the exterior walls and some of the
exterior brick is already on site. Workers have also been
framing around the exterior windows.

The front wall of the SVdP building has been
waterproofed where the brick will be placed and a few
pallets of brick are on site. Most of the interior door
frames have been installed as well.

For your SAFETY, DO NOT ENTER THE
CONSTRUCTION AREA including any of the cleared
areas of our site even when there are no worked present.

While we did meet our financial goals for our campaign,
thanks to the generous support of many parishioners, our
parish will be taking on a sizable monthly payment. If
you are still making payments on a pledge, please
continue to do so until fulfilled.

The Rite of Christian Initiation of Adult

Did You Know!
Last week the RCIA lesson was about the Sacrament of
Eucharist.

Eucharist is one of the three sacraments of initiation and
completes both baptism and confirmation and brings about
one’s full initiation into the Church. It is sometimes called
the sacrament of the sacraments because Christ gives
himself to us as spiritual food and drink.

The ordinary ministers are a bishop or priest. The essential
signs of the Eucharist are unleavened wheat bread and
grape wine and the Eucharistic prayer within the Mass
with Jesus’ institution narrative of consecration (This is
my body... This is the chalice of my blood.)

Effects of Eucharist are that one forms a deeper
relationship with Jesus, reinforces one’s union with other
members of the Church, increases grace, strengthens one’s
moral resolves towards good and away from evil, and
forgives venial sins. We are encouraged to receive
Communion at every Mass. The Church requires that
everyone receive Communion at least once a year during
the Easter time.

At the Last Supper, Jesus shared a meal with the apostles
during which he instituted the Eucharist and made a
connection between that meal and his coming death when
he said that his body would be broken, and his blood
would be shed. The Mass is both a meal and a

sacrifice. The actions of the Mass are those of a meal, and
we are nourished when we receive Christ. Mass is a
memorial sacrifice in the sense that Christ’s redeeming
death is made present sacramentally. It is not a
reenactment of Christ’s death because Christ died once,
and he will never die again.

We believe in the Real Presence of Christ in the Eucharist
that is the consecrated bread and wine is truly Christ as the
risen Lord in his glorified body and soul and his full
divinity. When Jesus said, “This is my body...This is my
blood.”; he meant those words. Several passages in the
New Testament such as John:6 speak about Christ’s
presence in the Eucharist. Since the 12th century, the
Church has used the word “transubstantiation” to describe
this change where the appearances of bread and wine
remain but the essence of the bread and wine changes into
body and blood of Christ.
