DOUBT

The desire to be able to prove the existence of a
divinity has troubled humanity since human
consciousness first became aware of the divine. To this
very day we are fond of saying that any number of
things—from sunsets to hot fudge sundaes—are “proof
that there is a God.” We get so caught up in the story of
“doubting Thomas” that we fail to notice that today’s
Gospel gives us John’s account of Pentecost, the
bestowing of the Holy Spirit upon the disciples following
the Resurrection. Thomas, evidently, missed out not only
on seeing the Risen Christ, but receiving the Holy Spirit
as well. This is not to be taken lightly and, perhaps,
makes Thomas’ disbelief a bit easier to comprehend. It
also makes his professing that Jesus is his Lord and
God—the only time the New Testament explicitly refers
to Jesus Christ as “God”— more remarkable.

FIESTA DE LA FE
Las lecturas

La primera lectura, excepto durante la Pascua, siempre se toma
del Antiguo Testamento. Durante los cincuenta dias de la Pascua, la
primera lectura se toma del libro de Los Hechos de los Apostoles. Esto
tiene como fin el poner de “relieve la unidad de ambos Testamentos y
de la historia de la salvacion” (IGMR 57). Asi pues, no estd permitido,
bajo ninguna circunstancia, cambiar los textos biblicos, incluyendo el
Salmo Responsorial, por textos no biblicos. La vinculacion entre la
primera lectura y el Evangelio es vital, pues ambas tienen el mismo
tema de fondo. La segunda lectura, por su parte, sigue su propio ritmo,
mas no por eso esta desvinculada o debe desvincularse de la primera
lectura y del Evangelio. Puesto que se trata de la Palabra de Dios, la
proclamacion de ambas lecturas, asi como el canto del Salmo Respon-
sorial, debe hacerse desde el ambon. La proclamaciéon corresponde a
ministros laicos, pues este ministerio no es de quien preside, sino de
quienes celebran junto con él, el pueblo de Dios. No obstante, el Evan-
gelio si es de oficio presidencial y ha de proclamarse por el didcono o
el presbitero. ——Miguel Arias, Copyright © J. S. Paluch Co.
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
