THE MESSIAH FORETOLD

Today’s story of the cure of a deaf man with a speech
impediment is a good example of how much is contained in a
simple miracle story. The Greek word mogilalos appears only
here in all of the New Testament. It is a technical term referring
to someone with a stammer. It is also used only once in the
entire Jewish scriptures, in the passage that we read today as
our first reading from Isaiah. Clearly, by his choice of this
precise word Mark wants us to recognize that what Jesus is
doing is the fulfillment of what Isaiah had predicted centuries
earlier. In fact, Mark wants us to recognize that Jesus is the
Messiah foretold by Isaiah and the other Jewish prophets of old.

The word ephphatha, “be opened,” used to describe the
restoration of the man’s speech, is another example of a subtle
allusion to an earlier prophecy. This time the prophecy in
question is from Ezekiel, when he foretells that in the

messianic age, “your mouth shall be opened to speak” (24:26).

The sophistication of Mark’s narrative is further revealed
when we realize that there are multiple levels within a single
reference. Mark not only draws our attention back to Israel’s
prophetic past, he also points to the initiatory practice of his
contemporaries by his mention of such things as spittle,
touching of ears, and the use of the word ephphatha, all of
which were practices incorporated into the early Church’s
baptismal ritual.

FEAST OF FAITH - Remembering

When Jesus broke the bread on the night before he died, he
told his disciples, “do this in memory of me” (Luke 22:19). Chris-
tians have been faithful to that solemn command. Our eucharistic
remembering is not nostalgia, nor is it merely historical, recalling
events and facts of long ago. In the liturgy, remembering is action.
“Do this,” Jesus said. In the Eucharist, we remember by doing.
And as we remember, the sacrifice of Jesus is renewed, truly made
present, no longer then, but now.

After the consecration, each of the Eucharistic Prayers in-
cludes a section called the anamnesis, a Greek word that means
“remembering.” In this part of the prayer, “the Church, fulfilling
the command that she received from Christ the Lord through the
Apostles, keeps the memorial of Christ, recalling especially his
blessed Passion, glorious Resurrection, and Ascension into heav-
en” (General Instruction of the Roman Missal, 79¢). We pause and
call to mind the whole paschal mystery, Christ’s dying and rising.
“We celebrate the memory of his death and resurrec-
tion” (Eucharistic Prayer for Reconciliation II). Obeying Christ’s

command, we remember.

How Well Do You Know Your Faith?
The mystery of the Trinity is a central doctrine of our faith. A

mystery that has been revealed to us by God but is beyond our
knowledge to fully understand or express in words. We believe
because God has revealed Himself to us. Our belief in the Holy
Trinity is based in our faith.

The doctrine of the Holy Trinity includes three truths:

® Three Persons in One God — Father, Son and Spirit is
wholly and entirely God.

®  FEach person is distinct from one another and equal to one
another — not three ways to describe how God works.

Divine persons are related to each other — inseparable in who
they are and what they do. Each person of the Trinity works in
communal with each other in every divine action.

The nature of the Holy Trinity was gradually revealed through
the teachings of Jesus and in the Old and New Testament. At
the baptism of Jesus, the Father spoke, the Son was baptized,
and the Spirit descended as a dove. In Matthew, Jesus
commands the disciples to go forth and baptize in the name of
the Father, the Son and the Holy Spirit. The Nicene Creed,
proclaimed at every Mass, is an important statement of our be-
liefs and spells out our belief in the three Persons in one God.
Pray to each person of the Trinity this week. Give extra
attention to the person you most overlook as you reflect on the
mysteries of God.

Our national memory will keep this day
A holy for generations to come, as we

remember the innocent dead. Our
memories of the attack on our nation are intertwined with
memories of how we human beings are natural symbol-makers.
In one parish, as a candlelight vigil ended, the assembly, with-
out being instructed, took their candles and stood shoulder to
shoulder, down the steps and along the city streets for a quarter
mile. Slowly, people came out of their houses bearing tapers
and candles. In the first hours of crisis, we stood vigil, we
prayed from the heart, and we celebrated the human ability to
draw light out of terrible darkness.

Stories of that terrible day necessarily drift to tales of heroism,
courage, dignity, faith, solidarity, hope, community. The church
learned long ago through hard experience that “the blood of the
martyrs is the seed of the church.” Perhaps the victims of 9/11
have gifts to bring that we are only just discovering as believers
in a just and loving God. They are teaching us still, and today is
a day for lighting candles at the table and being silent for a mo-
ment before the abundance of God’s gifts. Today reminds us
that we are capable of acts of indescribable beauty even in the
face of great evil.

EL MESIAS ANUNCIADO

El relato de hoy sobre la curacion de un sordo y tartamudo es un
buen ejemplo de lo mucho que contiene la descripcion de un simple
milagro. La palabra griega mogilalos aparece solamente aqui en todo
el Nuevo Testamento. Es un término técnico que se refiere a alguien
que es tartamudo. También se utiliza una sola vez en todas las
Escrituras judias, en el pasaje que leemos hoy en la primera lectura de
Isaias. Es evidente que, por su seleccion de esta precisa palabra
Marcos quiere que reconozcamos que lo que Jesus esta haciendo es el
cumplimiento de lo que Isaias habia profetizado siglos antes. De
hecho, Marcos quiere que reconozcamos que Jesus es el Mesias
anunciado por Isaias y otros profetas judios de la antigiiedad.

La palabra effeta, “abrete”, que se utiliza para describir la
curacion de la voz del hombre, es otro ejemplo de una sutil alusion a
una profecia anterior. Esta vez la profecia a la que se refiere es de
Ezequiel, cuando anuncia que en la era mesianica, “se abrira tu boca
para hablar” (24:27). La compleja sutileza de la narracion de Marcos
se manifiesta mas ain cuando nos damos cuenta de que hay multiples
capas dentro de una sola referencia. Marcos no sélo llama nuestra
atencion al pasado profético de Israel, sino también nos sefiala la
préctica de iniciacion de sus contemporaneos al mencionar tales cosas
como la saliva, el contacto con las orejas y el uso de la palabra effeta,
elementos todos que eran parte del rito del Bautismo durante la
primera Iglesia.
