THE SACRAMENT OF BAPTISM

THE SACRAMENT OF THE SICK 
The Catechism of the Catholic Church tells us there is 
no need to wait until a person is at the point of 
death to receive the Sacrament of the Anointing of 
the Sick. A careful judgment about the serious nature 
of an illness is sufficient. “Hence, as soon as anyone 
of the faithful begins to be in danger of death from 
sickness or old age, the fitting time for him to receive 
this sacrament has certainly already arrived."130 
We welcome anyone who has a physical condition, is 
anticipating entering the hospital for surgery or tests, 
or under any emotional distress to avail themselves of 
this beautiful Sacrament. Please call the Parish Office 
to schedule the Sacrament with a priest. Please do not 
wait until the very last minute to call.

SECOND SUNDAY OF ADVENT 

 
First Reading: Isaiah 11:1-10  

In this beautiful passage, a messianic prophecy, 
Isaiah exults in the coming of the Lord, who will 
bring justice and peace for all.  
 

Second Reading: Romans 15:4-9 
Paul reveals to us the necessity of living in peace and 
harmony. His words “Accept one another, then, as 
Christ accepted you, for the Glory of God” are as 
needed today as they were in Paul’s own time.  
 

Gospel: Matthew 3:1-12 
John the Baptizer prepares the way for Jesus. Clothed 
in a garment of camel’s hair, he baptizes the people 
in the Jordan River, but warns the Pharisees in 
ringing tones that they must give evidence that they 
mean to reform.  

Consider & Refelct  
“Accept one another, then, as Christ accepted you, 
for the glory of God. Yes, I affirm that Christ, 
became the servant of the Jews because of God’s 
faithfulness in fulfilling the promises of the 
patriarchs, whereas the Gentiles glorify God 
because of his mercy. As scripture has it ‘therefore 
I will praise you among the Gentiles, and I will sing 
to your name.’” 
 
We continue this season of anticipation and 
expectation. How special it is. Saint Paul reminds us 
of those in former times, how they longed for, 
yearned for the one who was to come as Messiah and 
Savior of us all. He later would tell us that we are no 
different, but all are one in Christ Jesus. 
 
Today when there is such hate, division, and 
separateness, we need to seek Jesus who unites not 
divides. May this be part of our advent prayer this 
week.

KNIGHT’S KORNER #25 
 
Can you believe we have already passed 
Thanksgiving and the calendar is barreling 
non-stop towards Christmas?  
 
Well, everyone knows who comes on 
Christmas. No, I’m not talking about Santa 
(although he does come on Christmas Eve) but 
rather the historical coming of Jesus Christ thru 
His birth. “…a child is born to us; a son is given 
to us”. (Is 9:5) 
 
We have now begun the liturgical season of 
Advent. Advent’s name comes from the Latin 
adventus, meaning “coming” or “arrival.” 
 
Advent is a time of EXPECTATION, 
anticipating the coming of Jesus. A time of 
PREPARATION, spiritually preparing for 
Christmas, and a time of REFLECTION 
focusing on hope, peace, joy, and love. 
Christians observe Advent to remember three 
kinds of “comings”. The historical coming of 
Jesus at his birth (Christmas).The spiritual 
coming of Christ into believers’ lives today, 
and the future coming of Christ at the end of 
time.

Season, the shopping, the travel plans and all 
the “running around” that tend to occupy our 
lives these coming weeks, may we never forget 
who gave us the gifts that we desire to give 
back to Him.  
 
As we begin to think about gifts both received 
and given this Advent Season, remember the 
prayer of English poet George Herbert “O thou 
who has given us so much, mercifully grant 
us one more thing a grateful heart.”
