Dear students and families,
This Confirmation packet must be completed and returned to your catechist or in the drop box outside the Faith Formation Center. Please pay attention to individual due dates. A schedule for Confirmation prep classes and date for Confirmation are usually set by spring. 
Student Responsibilities
1. Fill out the application for Confirmation.
2. Choose a Confirmation name and fill out report form.
3. Research the Saint whose name you have chosen and fill in the report. 
4. Choose a sponsor and have them complete the form.
5. Ask the sponsor to obtain a letter/certificate of eligibility from their home parish.
6. Write a letter to the pastor telling him why you should be confirmed using the enclosed outline.
7. Write a letter to your sponsor telling them why you have chosen them.
8. Complete 3 service projects, separate from Honor Society or other organization requirements. 
Parent Responsibilities
1. Go through all paperwork in the packet
2. Have the student rewrite anything that is not acceptable
3. Remind the sponsor to return their eligibility letter as soon as possible. Notify the office if you do not have an eligible sponsor.
4. Support, help, and encourage your student in every way!
5. A Sacramental fee of $40.00 is requested to assist with retreat costs and stipends for the Confirmation celebrant.
6. Sign and return the acknowledgment page.
7. If your student was not Baptized at St. Theresa’s, we must have a copy of his/her Baptismal certificate.


We have read the instructions and understand what is expected from us. We realize that if the paperwork is not returned on time, the student will not be prepared for Confirmation and the Sacrament may be delayed. All missed classes must be made up.

Dress Code for Confirmation

Ladies: Simple church appropriate dress with shoes that you are comfortable walking in.  This means at least knee length and no sky-high heels or flip-flops.  The dress should cover your shoulders (or wear a sweater).
Please try to remember to pull your hair off of your shoulders so that the Bishop is able to see your name tag. 

Gentlemen: A full suit is not required, however you should wear a tie, dress pants, and dress shoes. No jeans or sneakers. 

All Confirmandi should avoid outrageous hair and make-up. No gum chewing, candy, or cell phones.









Requirements for Confirmation

Below is a list of the requirements that ALL students must meet in order to be eligible for Confirmation.
1. Regular attendance at ALL Spiritual Prep sessions (Fall 2025), and a retreat (Fall 2025).
2. Confirmation practice is mandatory. No exceptions granted.
3. Attend Mass EVERY week, especially the week before Confirmation.
4. Respect for the catechist and program at all times.
5. Complete all homework assignments, quizzes, and tests.
6. Know your prayers and the Church’s teachings.
7. Full classroom participation and attendance.
8. Must have THREE community and Christian service experiences  with report completed by August 31, 2025.
9. Pre-Confirmation confession (scheduled during fall 2025 prep classes)
10. Completed packet due May 1, 2025.
[bookmark: _GoBack]11. Sacramental prep fee of $40 due May 1, 2025. Let the office know if payment is a problem. No student will ever be excluded for inability to make a payment.
If for some reason the student does not complete the above requirements, Confirmation will be delayed.

If a student has 3 or more absences, he/she will be required to make up class time and work. This may be make-up classes or additional service hours.

Choosing a Confirmation Name

The Church asks you to choose a name for your Christian journey. Your Baptismal name is preferred at the time of Confirmation because it expresses the relationship between Baptism and Confirmation. However, a new name may be chosen.
If a new name is taken, it must be the name of a recognized saint of the Church. 
A name may not be given which is foreign to Christian sentiment.
A newly chosen name does not have to be gender consistent.

If you choose a saint name, we ask that you research the saint. Ask these questions;
1. Why did I choose this saint?
2. When is this saint’s feast day?
3. How can I imitate this saint?
4. What impressed me most about this saint’s life?

1. Why did I choose to keep this name for my Confirmation?
2. If you were named for a saint, please answer the above questions.

Choosing a Sponsor

You do not journey alone within the Christian community. Along the way you make ties with certain members who demonstrate in their lives what it means to be a Catholic. A sponsor at Confirmation is someone who stands up for you before the community, presents you to the Bishop or his delegate, and witnesses the anointing with Chrism. The sponsor’s influence in your life continues after Confirmation. This should be someone you can turn to for help and guidance as you continue your journey.

A sponsor must be someone who knows the candidate and can help on his/her journey and share his/her own faith. This selection should be made early in the process. Ideally it should be someone already involved in the spiritual formation of the candidate. 

Eligibility of Sponsors
1. A sponsor cannot be a parent.
2. Must be 16 years old
3. Must be a fully initiated Catholic in good standing ( Baptism , Eucharist, and Confirmation)
4. If married, they should be validly married in the Church.
5. May be the same as Baptismal Godparent
6. A parent may act as proxy only, if a sponsor is unable to attend the ceremony 

Notify the office as soon as possible if you do not have 
an eligible sponsor.
Letter to your Sponsor

Please take the time to think about your sponsor and why you wish to choose that person. Your sponsor should be someone you look up to and sets a good moral example. That person should attend Mass regularly and receive the Sacrament of Reconciliation frequently.  

Please write a letter to your sponsor telling him/her why you chose them.

It should be handwritten in ink and on nice paper. This letter is from the heart and should show your love and respect for the sponsor. 

These letters will be given to your sponsor on the day of Confirmation, so if you change your sponsor, a new letter will need to be written. 

Please make sure to include the letter when returning your packet. They may be sealed in an envelope, I do not read them.
