“Hence, as soon as anyone 
of the faithful begins to be in danger of death from 
sickness or old age, the fitting time for him to receive 
this sacrament has certainly already arrived."130

THIRD SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME 
 

First Reading: Isaiah 8:23—9:3 
The prophet Isaiah describes the anguish of a 
conquered people, but he promises that they will 
triumph and will see a great light as on the “day of 
Midian.”  
  

Second Reading: 1 Corinthians 1:10-13, 17 
Paul speaks to the Corinthians with both anger and 
indignation because they are quarreling among 
themselves as to whom they should show allegiance. 
Some wish to follow Paul; some, Peter; others 
Apollos; others, Christ.  
  

Gospel: Matthew 4:12-23 
Jesus begins His mission by going to Capernaum, 
fulfilling the prophecy of Isaiah. He selects Peter, 
Andrew, James and John as His disciples, inviting 
them to be “fishers of men.” 
  

Consider & Reflect 
“From that time on, Jesus began to preach and say, 
‘Repent, for the kingdom of heaven is at hand!’ As 
he was walking by the sea of Galilee, he saw two 
brothers, Simon, who is called Peter, and his 
brother Andrew, casting a net into the sea, they 
were fishermen. He said to them, ‘Come after me, 
and I will make you fishers of men.’... ‘For Christ 
did not send me to baptize but to preach the 
gospel.’” 
 
Jesus initiated His public ministry calling all to 
repentance and recognize the presence of the 
kingdom. He sought others, the brothers, to walk and 
work with Him, and then another pair of fishermen 
brothers. He desired to build His kingdom. We know 
how they responded.  
He continues to walk among us, and the need to 
preach repentance and the presence of the kingdom 
is just as real.

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PARKING LOT REPAIR 
 

You may have noticed that our Parking lot is in 
disrepair. Over time, wear from traffic and 
environmental conditions have caused 
uneven surfaces, cracks and potholes. 
These problems stem from weather conditions, 
heavy traffic, inadequate drainage, or subpar 
construction.  Beyond being eyesores, they 
present dangers to pedestrians and 
damages to vehicles. We really cannot 
postpone the repairs any longer. 

Although costly, with your support and 
partnership, we can repair the parking lot in 4 
phases. Here are the first two and the cost of 
each. 

PHASE 1 - Drain Repair:  
6 Drain Repairs  

 
$15,916.18 

 
• Saw cut around drain and cut curbs off. 
• Remove and dispose of asphalt and  
  concrete inside cut. 
• Remove drain grate. 
• Completely remove steel frame from the     
  foundation. 
• Repair all broken brick and mortar. 
• Mortar steel frame back to foundation. 
• Fix broken inlet pipe inside one drain. 
• Frame and poor new concrete curbs  
  around drains. 
• Install 2 inches of fresh hot asphalt base. 
• Roll to compaction. 
• Install 2 inches of fresh hot asphalt top. 
• Roll to compaction. 

PHASE 2 - Asphalt Repair: 
Approximately 1,138 sq ft 

 
$12,411.62 

 
• Saw cut proposed areas to be repaired. 
• Remove and dispose of old asphalt. 
• Install crushed concrete base as needed. 
• Roll to compaction. 
• Install 2 inches asphalt top. 
• Roll to compaction. 
• Hot crack fill saw cut joints, for water   
  proofing. 
• Remove and dispose of sunken handicap  
   ramp causing water to pool. 
• Pour new handicap ramp to correct grade    
   height for water drainage.
