PALM SUNDAY OF THE PASSION OF THE LOD

First Reading: Isaiah 50:4-7
In a tone of quiet sadness, Isaiah describes the buffets
and insults given to the Suffering Servant. The passage
ends on a note of hope.

Second Reading: Philippians 2:6-11
In exultant tones, Paul tells the Philippians to rejoice
because Christ became man, died on the cross, rose
from the dead, and sits triumphantly at the right hand
of the Father.

Gospel: Matthew 26:14—27:66

This is the solemn narrative of the passion and death
of our Lord Jesus Christ. Matthew recounts the
treachery and betrayal of Judas and then describes
the events of the Last Supper, culminating in the
institution of the Eucharist. Jesus endures the Agony
in the Garden; he is then brought before Caiaphas and
Pilate and condemned to death. After His
resurrection, the centurions shouted, “Clearly this was
the Son of God!”

Consider & Reflect

“Go into the city to a certain man and tell him, The
teacher says, “My appointed time draws near; in your
house I shall celebrate the Passover with my disciples.”
The disciples then did as the Lord had ordered and
prepared the Passover.... While they were eating, Jesus
took bread, said the blessing, broke it, and giving it to
his disciples said, ‘Take and eat; this is my body...”

We begin Holy Week, living by memory the sacred and
solemn events. How important it is to find in what
happened as a single event, expressed in several places,
with different persons, but focused on the Person of Jesus
Christ. He entered the holy city, observed the Jewish
tradition, presided at the Passover supper, then went to
Gethsemani, lived an unjust trial, and stumbled on the
way to Calvary and crucifixion, just for me and our needy
world.

May we see the events as ‘the longest day’ leading to
today and the gift of salvation. May we not just remember
the event, but recall why?

‘Lord Jesus Christ, have mercy on me a sinner.’

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THE SHROUD OF TURIN

Presentation by Fr. Dean Gaudio
With a Lifesize replica of the Shroud

Good Friday
(Immediately following the 3:00 PM Service)

The Shroud of Turin is a centuries old linen cloth
measuring roughly 14.5 feet long by 3.75 feet wide
that bears the image of a crucified man, a man that
millions believe to be Jesus of Nazareth.

Kept in the Cathedral of Saint John the Baptist in
Turin, Italy, it is one of the most studied and
debated artifacts in history. Some believe it is the
actual burial cloth of Jesus of Nazareth. Others
consider it a medieval creation.

The Catholic Church has never officially declared it
authentic or fake, instead calling it “an inspiring
image of Christ” and encouraging continued
scientific investigation.
