EASTER SUNDAY  

OF THE RESURRECTION OF THE LORD 
 

First Reading: Acts 10:34a, 37-43  
In this passage, Peter testifies that he and his followers 
saw the miracles performed by Christ, witnessed His 
death, and believe in His resurrection. Now they will 
proclaim to all that Christ is the Son of God.  

  
Second Reading: Colossians 3:1-4  

Paul tells the Colossians that they will appear with Christ 
in glory. They should be mindful of things above rather 
than things on earth.  

  
Gospel: John 20:1-9 

In vivid detail, John tells us that when Mary Magdalene 
visited Christ’s tomb, the tomb was empty. She told the 
apostles, who ran to the tomb and saw the “wrappings” 
on the ground. The disciple who entered first “saw and 
believed.”  

 
Consider & Reflect  

“Come and see the place where he lay. Then go quickly 
and tell his disciples, ‘He has been raised from the dead, 
and he is going to Galilee; there you will see him.’ 
Behold, I have told you. Then they went quickly from the 
tomb, fearful yet overjoyed.” 

 
How many selections from the scriptures can be used for 
our reflection today! The gospel of Matthew and the 
message to Mary Magdalene is chosen, for she, who 
perhaps was the first to encounter the Risen Lord, is 
advised to go to Galilee to see Him. Before going, we find 
her as the first evangelizer of the good news, to tell the 
disciples that He is alive and where they could find Him. 

 
Fearful yet overjoyed, they ran to announce this to the 
disciples. As we too are overjoyed with the Easter 
message we are sent: ‘He met them on their way and 
greeted them.’  
 

May we discover the many ways Jesus meets us this 
special day as He sends us to tell the good news.

KNIGHT’S KORNER #28        
 

HE HAS RISEN! 
 

The long-awaited day is finally here. Jesus Christ 
our Lord and Savior has conquered death and has 
risen from the dead! Alleluia! 
 

Today, we as Catholics celebrate His resurrection, 
three days after His crucifixion, symbolizing victory 
over sin and death and offering hope for eternal 
life. Easter is not just a Holy Day; it is THE Holy Day. 
 

St. Paul in his writings stated that without the 
Resurrection, faith is in vain; therefore, Easter is 
the cornerstone of Christian belief (Cor 15:14).  
 

Easter is also the guarantee of our own 
resurrection. Jesus assured Martha at the tomb of 
Lazarus: “I am the resurrection and the life; 
whoever believes in me will live even though he 
dies…” (Jn 11:25-26).) 

So why does Easter matter? 
Because the tomb is empty. Because death isn’t 
the end. Because the worst thing we’ve ever done 
doesn’t have the last word. Because Jesus didn’t 
stay in the tomb and neither will we. 
 

Easter is not, however, just a one-day event that 
marks the resurrection of Jesus Christ. It is an 
important season that should remind us of the 
teachings of Christ and how we can apply them in 
our lives. As Catholics, we are called to live out our 
faith every day, not just during Holy Week. We can 
do this through our acts of forgiving others, loving 
one another as He loved us, spreading the good 
news of his resurrection and embracing the hope 
of our own resurrection. 
 

Let us never forget the sacrifice Jesus made for us 
and the hope His resurrection brings. Let us live our 
lives with faith, knowing that God is with us always.
