let others take the lead. Ever walked
into a church where several people
are already gathering for Mass, but
no one is sitting in the front row?
This is all too common. Likewise, |
often notice that when it's time to
pray, many of us prefer to pass the
responsibility to someone else.
Maybe it's your grandma who never
misses church, or your uncle who
used to be a youth minister. That’s
fine, but being Catholic means we
must pray, and we must be spiritual
leaders. We cannot simply sit back
and practice our faith passively.
When it comes to our teens here at
the parish, I'm careful not to put
them on the spot. That was
something | hated when | was in
school. Teachers would always pick
on me to read, but as someone who
is dyslexic, reading was very
difficult. | would often mess up and
feel embarrassed. Because of this, |
am intentional about not making
students read or answer questions
unless they volunteer, but | do call
on teens to pray in front of the
group. Why? Because prayer is not
optional. If someone comes to you
today because they know you’re a
Catholic Christian and they say
they’re struggling and need prayers,
and you respond, “I don’t know how
to pray,” that’s not a good enough
answer. There is nothing more
essential to the Christian life than
prayer. With that in mind, you can
pray the Lord’s Prayer that Jesus
taught us in today’s Gospel, or the
Hail Mary. There’s no rule against
that, but you must be willing to pray
whenever you're called upon. Lastly,
when you do pray, do you trust that
God will answer? It’s one thing to
say the words, and another to
believe them. Jesus challenges us in
today’s Gospel reading to pray for
what we truly need, and if we have
faith, God will always answer our
prayer. God bless -David
