Prayer after Communion 
Option A: 
Minister: God our Father, you have called us to share the one bread and one cup and so become one in Christ.  

Help us to live in him that we may bear fruit, rejoicing that he has redeemed the world.  We ask this 
through Christ our Lord.

Option B: 
Minister: All-powerful God, we thank you for the nourishment you give us through your holy gift.  Pour out your 

Spirit upon us and in the strength of this food from heaven keep us single-minded in your service.  We 
ask this in the name of Jesus the Lord. 

Response: Amen

Minister: May the Lord bless us, protect us from all evil, and bring us to everlasting life.
