THE JUBILEE YEAR?
The fifth way to live the Jubilee Year is to research the Patron Saint of your parish. “Joseph, a just and humble man, teaches us to always trust in God, who draws near to us. When God approaches us, we must entrust ourselves to God and allow ourselves to be guided by God with willing obedience” says Pope Francis. The Solemnity of St. Joseph, Spouse of the Blessed Virgin Mary, is celebrated on Wednesday, March 19, 2025.
DIVINE MERCY SUNDAY
Did you know that when Pope St. John 
Paul II canonized St. Faustina Kowalska on April 30, 2000, he proclaimed that the Second Sunday of Easter would henceforth be known as Divine Mercy Sunday? Pope John Paul canonized St. Faustina as the first saint of the new millennium. Divine Mercy Sunday will be celebrated on April 27, 2025. Did you know that St. Faustina Kowalska is known today, throughout the world, as the “Apostle of the Divine Mercy”? St. Faustina was born on August 25, 1905, and died on October 5, 1938. She is ranked by theologians among the outstanding mystics of the Church. The Diary of St. Faustina is written in the form of a diary in which the author primarily recorded present and past encounters of her soul with God. On February 22, 1931, Our Lord said to St. Faustina: “I desire that there be a Feast of Mercy. I want this image, which you will paint with a brush, to be solemnly blessed on the first Sunday after Easter; that Sunday is to be the Feast of Mercy.”

El Papa Juan Pablo II canonizó a Santa Faustina como la primera santa del nuevo milenio. El Domingo de la Divina Misericordia se celebrará el 27 de abril de 2025. ¿Sabía usted que Santa Faustina Kowalska es conocida hoy, en todo el mundo, como la “Apóstol de la Divina Misericordia”? Santa Faustina nació el 25 de agosto 1905 y murió el 5 de octubre 1938, y es considerada como una de las místicas más destacadas de la Iglesia. El Diario de Santa Faustina está escrito en forma de diario en el que la autora registró principalmente encuentros presentes y pasados de su alma con Dios. El 22 de febrero de 1931, Nuestro Señor le dijo: "Deseo que haya una Fiesta de la Misericordia. Quiero que esta imagen, que pintarás con pincel, sea solemnemente bendecida el primer domingo después de Pascua; ese domingo será la Fiesta de la Misericordia."
