JUBILEE YEAR: PILGRIMS OF HOPE
CORPUS CHRISTI EUCHARISTIC PROCESSION
Celebrate this Jubilee Year by participating in the Diocese of Sacramento’s Eucharistic Procession, June 19 – 21, 2025. The pilgrimage will begin Thursday, June 19th with Mass at 7:45AM at St. Catherine’s in Vallejo. There will be a procession on foot from St Catherine to St. Basil, also in Vallejo. After 1 hour of Adoration, they will process to St. Vincent for another hour of adoration. Then to the Vallejo Municipal Marina where the sacred Eucharist will travel by water to the City Dock at the end of Main Street in Rio Vista. The boat is scheduled to arrive at 3:00PM. There will be a procession from the dock to St. Joseph Church. There will be Overnight Adoration. On Friday, June 20th, we will have Benediction at 8:00AM, followed by a procession to the City Boat Dock. The Eucharist is scheduled to arrive in Isleton at 10:00AM and there is a Mass scheduled at St. Therese at 11:00AM. Adoration at St. Anthony in Walnut Grove is from 2:30 to 3:00PM. Overnight Adoration on Friday night will be at St. Joseph in Clarksburg. There is a big celebration scheduled for Saturday in Sacramento, ending with Adoration at the Cathedral at 5:00PM. 
VOLUNTEERS NEEDED

According to the Catechism of the Catholic Church, #2628, “Adoration is the first attitude of man acknowledging that he is a creature before his Creator.
