The Holy Gospel According to St John (JN 20:19-31)
On the evening of that first day of the week, when the doors were locked, where the disciples were,
for fear of the Jews, Jesus came and stood in their midst and said to them, “Peace be with you.” When
he had said this, he showed them his hands and his side. The disciples rejoiced when they saw the Lord.
Jesus said to them again, “Peace be with you. As the Father has sent me, so I send you.” And when he
had said this, he breathed on them and said to them, “Receive the Holy Spirit. Whose sins you forgive
are forgiven them, and whose sins you retain are retained.” Thomas, called Didymus, one of the
Twelve, was not with them when Jesus came. So the other disciples said to him, “We have seen the
Lord.” But he said to them, “Unless I see the mark of the nails in his hands and put my finger into the
nailmarks and put my hand into his side, I will not believe.”

Now a week later his disciples were again inside and Thomas was with them. Jesus came, although the
doors were locked, and stood in their midst and said, “Peace be with you.” Then he said to Thomas,
“Put your finger here and see my hands, and bring your hand and put it into my side,

and do not be unbelieving, but believe.” Thomas answered and said to him, “My Lord and my God!”
Jesus said to him, “Have you come to believe because you have seen me? Blessed are those who have
not seen and have believed.”

Now, Jesus did many other signs in the presence of his disciples that are not written in this book. But
these are written that you may come to believe that Jesus is the Christ, the Son of God, and that through
this belief you may have life in his name. The Gospel of the Lord
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Domingo de la Divina Misericordia

Queridos hermanos, celebramos el Segundo Domingo de Pascua, conocido como de La Divina Misericordia, por
designio del Papa San Juan Pablo II. Esto es algo que va mucho mas all4 de una devocion particular porque la
Divina Misericordia es la manifestacion amorosa de Dios en una historia herida por el pecado. La palabra
“Misericordia” proviene de dos palabras: “Miseria” y “Corazén”. Dios pone nuestra miserable situacion (debida
a nuestros pecados) en su corazon amoroso de Padre. Asi Jesucristo, muerto y resucitado, es la suprema
manifestacion y actuacion de la Divina Misericordia del Padre que, “Tanto am6 Dios al mundo que le entrego a su
Hijo Unigénito”, y lo ha enviado a la muerte para que fuésemos salvados y, una vez resucitado, lo ha constituido
en fuente de salvacmn para todos los que creen en El. Esa es la razon por la que, por nuestra fe en Dios y por
nuestra perseverante conversion, acogemos y disfrutamos el tesoro de su Divina Misericordia, precisamente ahora
que estamos en la Cincuentena Pascual, tiempo para prepararnos para la Fiesta del Pentecostés, tiempo para
continuar perfeccionando nuestra diaria conversion, de valorar el poder de perdonar los pecados que el Sefior
resucitado ha conferido a su Iglesia, ya que les dijo solo a los Apostoles: “Recibid el Espiritu Santo. A quienes
perdonen los pecados, les quedaran perdonados”. Asi acudiremos a las fuentes de la Divina Misericordia (cuando
la pandemia actual permita regresar a los templos) abiertos al amor y a la misericordia de Dios en todos sus
sacramentos, llevando a nuestros amigos a estas fuentes de vida: a la Eucaristia y al Sacramento de la Penitencia
para el perdon de los pecados.

Hermanos, muchas veces he insistido en homilias, sobre la gran diferencia que existe entre la misericordia y la
tolerancia de Dios. Porque son muchos los que creen que se puede vivir desordenadamente y sin arrepentimiento y
luego disfrutar de la gloria eterna porque Dios es misericordioso. En el Catecismo de la Iglesia Catdlica varias
veces se cita que “Dios es Justo y Misericordioso”. Ya sabemos el significado de misericordia, pero sera bueno
entender que la justicia es la que garantiza el orden en la creacion y en la vida de cada ser humano y, como Dios es
Dios de orden y no de caos, es precisamente la justicia de Dios la que se encarga de mantener el orden de todo lo
por El creado (...y vio Dios que todo era bueno). Si verdaderamente creemos que las Sagradas Escrituras son
revelacion divina, podremos ver claramente su justicia en el libro del Génesis 6:5-6 (..viendo Dios que la maldad
de los hombres era mucha en la tierra....y sus pensamientos eran de continuo al mal, se arrepintié Dios de haber
creado al hombre y le dolio en su corazon). “Dijo Dios a Noé¢: He decidido el fin de todo ser, porque la tierra esta
llena de violencia a causa de ellos; y he aqui que yo los destruiré”, y sabemos qué sucedio en el diluvio.

Queridos hermanos, esto muestra la justicia de Dios reclamando el bien. Sabemos que igual ocurridé en Sodoma y
Gomorra. Podran pensar que eso es del Viejo Testamento, pero también el Nuevo Testamento esté lleno de las
advertencias de Jesus, signos de su Misericordia, porque no quiere que nos perdamos y por eso nos advierte,
porque nos ama. Veamos en Mateo 25:46 que dice: “De cierto les digo que en cuanto no lo hicieron a uno de
estos mas pequeiios, tampoco conmigo lo hicieron, e iran éstos al castigo eterno y los justos a la vida eterna”. En
Mateo 25:30 leemos: “Y al siervo inutil échenle en las tinieblas de afuera; alli sera el llanto y el crujir de dientes”;
en Efesios 5:5-6 leemos :“Porque saben esto, que ningun fornicario, o inmundo, o avaro (o sea id6latra), o
adultero, tiene herencia en el Reino de Cristo. Nadie los engafie con palabras vanas, porque por estas cosas
viene la ira de Dios sobre los hijos de la desobediencia”, etc. etc.

Queridos hermanos, estos son solo algunos ejemplos, pero todas las parabolas de Jesus estan plagadas de
advertencias, toda la Biblia tiene 56 advertencias, signos de la misericordia infinita de Dios, para que evitemos
enfrentar con culpas el juicio divino de Dios, que tanto nos ama que entreg6 a su propio Hijo a la muerte para que
tuviéramos vida eterna. No podemos cambiar nada de la Palabra de Dios ya que el mismo Jesus nos dice en
Marcos 13:31 “El cielo y la tierra pasaran, pero mis Palabras no pasaran”. Entendamos de una vez que Dios es
compasivo (porque nos advierte y ensefa) y Misericordioso, pero que no es tolerante de lo mal hecho, de la
desobediencia, ni de la soberbia que induce a la rebeldia. Dios ama al pecador, pero aborrece y no tolera el
pecado. También les recuerdo que deben ser obedientes a las leyes de proteccion, mientras dure la pandemia del
Covid-19, manteniéndose en casa, escudriiiando y meditando en las Sagradas Escrituras sobre el amor de Dios,
orando y aprendiendo a vivir en la santidad que El espera de todos nosotros, y agradeciéndole que, por la
Resurreccion de su Hijo, nos ha demostrado que por El sera posible cumplir su promesa de nuestra resurreccion.

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Divine Mercy Sunday

Dear brothers and sisters, this weekend we celebrate the Second Sunday of Easter, known as The Divine Mer-
cy, by decree of Pope Saint John Paul II. This is something that goes much further than a particular devotion
because Divine Mercy is the loving manifestation of God in a history wounded by sin. The word "Mercy"
comes from two words: "Misery" and "Heart". God places our miserable situation (due to our sins) in his loving
Father's heart. Thus Jesus Christ, dead and risen, is the supreme manifestation and action of the Divine Mercy
of the Father who, "God so loved the world that he gave his Only Begotten Son", and has sent him to death so
that we might be saved and, once risen, He has made him a source of salvation for all who believe in him. That
is the reason why, by our faith in God and by our persevering conversion, we welcome and enjoy the treasure
of his Divine Mercy, precisely now that we are in the fiftieth paschal season, time to prepare for the feast of
Pentecost, time to continue perfecting our daily conversion, to value the power of forgiveness of sins that the
risen Lord has conferred on His Church, since he said only to the Apostles: "Receive the Holy Spirit. To those
who you forgive sins they will be forgiven." In this way we will go to the sources of Divine Mercy (when the
current pandemic allows us to return to temples) open to the love and mercy of God in all his sacraments, tak-
ing our friends to these sources of life: the Eucharist and the Sacrament of Penance for the forgiveness of sins.

Brothers and sisters, many times I have insisted in homilies, on the great difference that exists between God's
mercy and tolerance. Because there are many who believe that they can live disorderly and without repentance
and then enjoy eternal glory because God is merciful. In the Catechism of the Catholic Church several times it
is mentioned that "God is Just and Merciful". We already know the meaning of mercy, but it will be good to
understand that justice is what guarantees order in the creation and in the life of each human being and, as God
is God of order and not of chaos, it is precisely the justice of God the one in charge of maintaining the order of
everything created by Him (... and God saw that everything was good). If we truly believe that the Holy Scrip-
tures are divine revelation, we will be able to clearly see his justice in the book of Genesis 6: 5-6 (God seeing
that the wickedness of men was great on earth... and his thoughts were continuous to evil, God repented of
having created man and his heart was filled with pain). "God said to Noah: I have decided to put an end to all
people, for the earth is full of violence because of them; and behold, I will destroy them,” and we know what
happened in the flood.

Dear brothers and sisters, this shows the justice of God demanding good. We know that the same happened in
Sodom and Gomorrah. You may think that this is from the Old Testament, but also the New Testament is full
of the warnings of Jesus, signs of his Mercy, because he does not want us to be lost and that is why he warns
us, because he loves us. Let's see in Matthew 25:45-46 that says: "Truly I tell you, whatever you did not do for
one of the least of these, you did not do for me, and these will go away to eternal punishment and the righteous
to eternal life." In Matthew 25:30 we read: “And cast the useless servant into the outer darkness; there will be
weeping and gnashing of teeth ”’; in Ephesians 5: 5-6 we read: “For of this you can be sure, that no fornicator,
or unclean, or a greedy person who is an idolater, or an adulterer, has an inheritance in the Kingdom of Christ.
Let no one deceive you with vain words, because of such things God’s wrath comes on those who are disobedi-
ent”, etc. etc..

Dear brothers and sisters, these are just a few examples, but all the parables of Jesus are riddled with warnings.
The entire Bible has 56 warnings, signs of God's infinite mercy, so that we avoid facing blame on God's divine
judgment, which so much He loves us that he gave his own Son to death so that we could have eternal life. We
cannot change anything of the Word of God since Jesus Himself tells us in Mark 13:31 "Heaven and earth will
pass, but My Words will not pass." Let us understand at once that God is compassionate (because he warns us
and teaches us) and Merciful, but that he is not tolerant of the bad done, of the disobedience, nor of the arro-
gance that induces rebellion. God loves the sinner, but he hates and does not tolerate sin. I also remind you that
you must be obedient to the laws of protection, while the Covid-19 pandemic lasts, staying at home, searching
and meditating in the Holy Scriptures on the love of God, praying and learning to live in the holiness that He
expects from all of us, and thanking Him that through the Resurrection of his Son he has shown us that through
Him it will be possible to fulfill his promise of our resurrection. Alleluia, Alleluia, Alleluia!.

Eternal Father, I offer you the Body and Blood,
Soul and Divinity of Your Dearly Beloved Son,
Our Lord, Jesus Christ, in atonement for our
sins and those of the whole world.

5.ONTHE 10 SMALL BEADS OF EACH

Message for Easter from Bishop Malooly

These are indeed difficult times for us, it began only a
few weeks into Lent when the Covid-19 virus confined
us to our homes, shuttered our businesses and locked our
Church doors. We could no longer attend public
celebration of Mass, and our experience of Sacramental
encounters were nearly completely curtailed. We
couldn’t gather as a community of faith to pray the
Stations of the Cross together in our parishes or make
our annual Youth Pilgrimage through the streets of
Wilmington. Our candidates and catechumens must wait
to join our beloved Church.

And yet, as a people of faith, we know that the Cross is
not the end of the story. In fact, the Cross on Calvary led
to the greatest gift we have ever known: the Love of
God poured out for His children. A love that continues
to call us by name, reminding us that we are never left to
face our trials and suffering alone. With Christ, we
never do.

As we continue this journey that is still filled with many
questions and much uncertainty, may we never lose
sight of the ways in which the Risen Christ’s love for us
continues to meet us right where we are: in neighbors
buying groceries for shut-ins; in the heroic love of
health-care providers and supermarket cashiers; in our
elected officials and public servants; in our clergy and
Catholic school faculty who remain committed to
teaching the faith and educating our young people in
new and exciting ways; and in all who continue to pray
and sacrifice for God’s healing peace to reign in our
world during some very challenging days for our Church
and society.

During this Easter season, let us keep in mind that Jesus
Christ is truly risen and continues to shepherd the
Church, and heal our world. Just as He did on that first
Easter morning, He is now calling each of us by our
name, reminding us to be not afraid and to continue
living the Good News in the places and situations we
find ourselves. May we continue to be Church for one
another and may “Alleluia” be our song, even in these
challenging times.
