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El Santo Evangelio Segun San Mateo (Mt 25, 1-13)

En aquel tiempo, Jesus dijo a sus discipulos esta parabola: “El Reino de los cielos es semejante a aque-
llas diez jovenes que, tomando sus lamparas, salieron al encuentro del esposo. Cinco de ellas eran des-
cuidadas y cinco, previsoras. Las descuidadas llevaron sus lamparas, pero no llevaron aceite para llenar-
las de nuevo; las previsoras, en cambio, llevaron cada una un frasco de aceite junto con su lampara. Co-
mo el esposo tardaba, les entr6 suefio a todas y se durmieron. A medianoche se oy6 un grito: ‘jYa viene
el esposo! jSalgan a su encuentro!” Se levantaron entonces todas aquellas jovenes y se pusieron a prepa-
rar sus lamparas, y las descuidadas dijeron a las previsoras: ‘Dennos un poco de su aceite, porque nues-
tras lamparas se estan apagando’. Las previsoras les contestaron: ‘No, porque no va a alcanzar para uste-
des y para nosotras. Vayan mejor a donde lo venden y comprenlo’. Mientras aquéllas iban a comprarlo,
llegd el esposo, y las que estaban listas entraron con ¢l al banquete de bodas y se cerro la puerta. Mas
tarde llegaron las otras jovenes y dijeron: ‘Sefior, sefior, dbrenos’. Pero ¢él les respondid: ‘Yo les aseguro
que no las conozco’. Estén pues, preparados, porque no saben ni el dia ni la hora”.

Meditacion: Mateo 25, 1-13

Las que estaban listas entraron con él al banquete de bodas. (Mateo 25, 10)

La parabola de hoy sobre las diez virgenes nos exhorta a estar despiertos y alertas, preparados para el
momento en que Jests venga de nuevo. El Sefior quiere dejar claro que llegard el momento en que cada
persona sera bienvenida al cielo o, por el contrario, encontrara las puertas cerradas. Cristo quiere hacer-
nos una advertencia para que ninguno se quede por fuera.

Pero, ;qué es todo esto del suministro de aceite de las virgenes? Pareciera que es el aceite el que deter-
mina si estamos preparados para encontrarnos con Jesus. Podriamos llamarlo nuestra fe o el Espiritu
Santo o la gracia de Dios; lo que sea, es algo que no es posible comprarle a un amigo, debemos estar
preparados con nuestro propio suministro.

Por muy alarmante que nos parezca esta lectura de hoy, también nos llena de esperanza. El Evangelio
nos dice que cualquier persona puede ser recibida por el Sefior Jests, el Novio, siempre y cuando esté
alerta y tenga el suficiente suministro del aceite de la salvacion.

Mantenerse alertas y despiertos, mantener la ldmpara encendida, tener suficiente suministro de aceite
son diversas formas de decir lo mismo: Jests desea que mantengamos la fe viva todos los dias. {Como
hacerlo? Podemos seguir el ejemplo de San Pablo, que prometio: “Si con tu boca reconoces a Jesus co-
mo Sefior, y con tu corazon crees que Dios lo resucitd, alcanzarés la salvacion” (Romanos 10, 9).

Cuando rezamos el Credo, cada domingo en Misa, tenemos una excelente oportunidad para revisar c6-
mo esta nuestra fe. Aunque podemos hacer esto todos los dias en la oracion personal, tenemos la seguri-
dad de que cuando confesamos y creemos, se dibuja una sonrisa en el rostro de Dios. Aun cuando tu fe
sea imperfecta o débil, el Senor sonrie, y puedes escuchar el anuncio de los angeles: “;Ya viene el espo-
so! jSalgan a su encuentro!” (Mateo 25, 6).

Hermano, te invito hoy a que proclames tu fe y llenes tu frasco de aceite anunciando que crees en Jesu-
cristo, tu Salvador.

Meditacion tomada de la Revista: La Palabra entre Nosotros
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The Holy Gospel According to St Matthew (MT 25:1-13)

Jesus told his disciples this parable: “The kingdom of heaven will be like ten virgins who took their lamps
and went out to meet the bridegroom. Five of them were foolish and five were wise. The foolish ones, when
taking their lamps, brought no oil with them, but the wise brought flasks of oil with their lamps. Since the
bridegroom was long delayed, they all became drowsy and fell asleep.

At midnight, there was a cry, ‘Behold, the bridegroom! Come out to meet him!” Then all those virgins got up
and trimmed their lamps. The foolish ones said to the wise, ‘Give us some of your oil, for our lamps are going
out.” But the wise ones replied, ‘No, for there may not be enough for us and you. Go instead to the merchants
and buy some for yourselves.” While they went off to buy it, the bridegroom came and those who were ready
went into the wedding feast with him. Then the door was locked. Afterwards the other virgins came and said,
‘Lord, Lord, open the door for us!” But he said in reply, ‘Amen, I say to you, I do not know you.’

Therefore, stay awake, for you know neither the day nor the hour.”

Meditation: 1 Thessalonians 4:13-18

We do not want you to be unaware . . . about those who have fallen asleep. (1 Thessalonians 4:13)
We all struggle at times with doubts about our faith, and the Thessalonians were no exception. Some of their
loved ones had died before Jesus’ Second Coming—an event they thought would happen in their lifetime.
Now what, they wondered? How could the dead participate in Jesus’ triumphant return?

Paul reassures them: they haven’t lost their loved ones forever, so they don’t have to grieve like those who
have no hope (1 Thessalonians 4:13). When Jesus returns, he will raise those who have already died along
with those who are still alive.

For us too, the seeming finality of death can lead us to doubt the truths of the resurrection. Even if we believe
that Jesus was raised from the dead, we might wonder what’s in store for us after we die. Can God really give
us and our loved ones glorified bodies that are never subject to sickness, decay, or death (1 Corinthians 15:52
-53)? Yes, he can, but we won’t know what this looks like until we ourselves pass through death to life
everlasting.

That’s where faith comes in. Paul was asking the Thessalonians, as he is asking us, to believe that Jesus’
resurrection really does have consequences for us. Christ is “the firstfruits,” the first to be raised; “then, at his
coming, those who belong to Christ” (1 Corinthians 15:23). We don’t know the details, the “how” or the
“when.” But as we put our faith in Jesus and what he has done for us, he will move us from doubt to hope.

Paul consoles the Thessalonians with these words: “We shall always be with the Lord” (4:17). So will you.
You don’t have to give in to doubt, which can lead to worry and fear. God is with you now, and he will be
with you in the future—whatever that future holds.

“Jesus, I believe you are with me, both now and forever.”

Cuando nuestra nacion esté atacada por disturbios sociales, tension racial y una pandemia, hacemos bien
en recurrir a Nuestro Sefior, que reina sobre todos los pueblos y naciones.
