Encuentro con Cristo:

Lugar privilegiado de oracion: La lectura del Evangelio de hoy marca el segundo domingo de nuestro camino cuar-
esmal y es un momento importante en la autorrevelacion de Jesus a sus apostoles y a nosotros. Es significativo que este
evento sucediera cuando “Jesus tomo6 a Pedro, Juan y Santiago y subi6 al monte a orar”. Mientras nos esforzamos por
descubrir la presencia de Dios en nuestra vida diaria y, tal vez, abrir nuestro corazon a Dios con nuestras resoluciones y
compromisos cuaresmales, no olvidemos esto: tomarnos un tiempo y un espacio separados para la oracion es esencial
para crecer en nuestra relacion con Dios. Alli, de manera privilegiada, se nos revela. Reconozcamos con Pedro: “Es
bueno que estemos aqui”.

El buen Jesus los preparo: Nuestro Sefior llamo aparte a estos tres apdstoles en un momento significativo de su minis-
terio. Ya les habia predicho su Pasion dos veces, pero esta claro en el Evangelio de Lucas —y mas claro en el de Mar-
cos (9:30-32)— que ellos no entendian de qué estaba hablando. Sabia el inmenso golpe que seria para su manera de ver
las cosas. Todavia discutian sobre el orden jerarquico entre ellos mientras Jesus les abria su corazon y compartia con sus
amigos que iba a sufrir. Tal vez todavia imaginaban un salvador politico, un rey terrenal y un Reino de Dios demasiado
terrenal. Su fe era real, pero débil, y Jests queria prepararlos, ensenarles a ver las cosas con los ojos de Dios en lugar de
con los suyos.

Opening Prayer: Father in Heaven, Jesus taught us to call you Father, and you have revealed that we are your children.
Thank you for inviting me to this moment of prayer with you. Just as you called Peter, James, and John apart with you,
you are inviting me to enter your heart. Increase my faith, hope, and love, as I recognize that I am in your presence. May
I fully enter this sacred space and time of dialogue with you.

Encountering Christ:

1. Privileged Place of Prayer: Today’s Gospel reading marks the second Sunday of our Lenten journey, and is an im-
portant moment in Jesus’ self-revelation to his Apostles—and to us. It is significant that this event happened when
“Jesus took Peter, John, and James and went up the mountain to pray.” As we strive to discover God’s presence in our
daily lives and, perhaps, open our hearts to God with our Lenten resolutions and commitments, let us not forget this one:
Taking time and space apart for prayer is essential to growing in our relationship with God. There, in a privileged way,
he reveals himself to us. Let us recognize with Peter, “It is good that we are

here.”

2. Good Jesus Prepared Them: Our Lord called these three Apostles apart at a significant time in his ministry. Al-
ready, he had predicted his Passion to them twice, yet it is clear from Luke’s Gospel—and clearer from Mark’s (9:30-
32)—that they did not understand what he was talking about. He knew the immense blow it would be to their way of
seeing things. They were still arguing about ranking order among themselves while Jesus was opening his heart to them
and sharing with his friends that he was going to suffer. Perhaps they still imagined a political savior, a terrestrial king,
and an all-too-earthly Kingdom of God. Their faith was real, but it was weak, and Jesus wanted to prepare them, to teach
them to see things with God’s eyes rather than their own. Perhaps in this time of prayer, we can let rise up in our heart
that particular person for whom we need more light to see with God’s eyes. We can speak to Our Lord about this as we
sit apart on our “mountaintop” in pray-

er.

3. Remembering His Faithfulness: Appearing together with Jesus were Moses, representing the fulfillment of the
Old Testament law, and Elijah, fulfillment of the prophecies. For Peter and the Apostles, their presence would have
pointed to the true identity and mission of Jesus and the revelation of God’s plan—though they would need time and the
guidance of the Holy Spirit to fully grasp it. Perhaps this vision strengthened their experience of God’s fidelity. God,
who revealed himself to Abraham, who gave his law to Moses, and who promised that another Elijah would come to
reveal his presence among men, had been fulfilled in Jesus before them. And everything was affirmed when they heard,
“This is my chosen Son; listen to him.” As we repeat these words over and over in prayer, may our faith be strength-
ened, together with theirs.

Conversing with Christ: Father, you are faithful to your word, to your promises; nothing that you do is in vain. I be-
lieve this. You know my faith is weak, as the Apostles’ faith was. Strengthen my faith. Give me the grace to open my
heart to you in prayer, and teach me to see things a bit more like you do, with great trust in your providence. Above all,
Lord, fill me with your love and let me hear your voice in my heart today, saying that [, too, am your chosen child.

Resolution: Lord, today by your grace I will strive to let these words or another phrase from my prayer accompany me
throughout the day, repeating them from time to time: You are my chosen child; with you I am well pleased.
