Oracion inicial: Sefior Jesus, vengo ante ti en alabanza y adoracion al pensar en tu don total de ti mismo en tu Cuerpo y Sangre. Te
agradezco que a través de la Eucaristia unes a tu pueblo en tu cuerpo visible en la tierra, la Iglesia. En la fe, s€ que estas real y verdadera-
mente presente en la Eucaristia y te agradezco que pueda encontrarte tangiblemente en la Sagrada Comunion y en la Adoracion Eucaristi-
ca. En la esperanza, sé que la Eucaristia es un indicio del banquete celestial al que me estas guiando, y sé que tu vida en mi a través de la
Comunién aumenta mi amor por ti y por los demas. Sefior, en este momento de oracion, te pido que fortalezcas mi fe, esperanza y amor
por tu Presencia Real en la Eucaristia.

Encuentro con Cristo:

Corpus Christi: En la Ultima Cena, Jesus dijo: «Este es mi Cuerpoy. No dijo: «Esto representa mi cuerpox». De hecho, en el discurso del
Pan de Vida en Juan 6:55, Jests dijo: «Porque mi carne es verdadera comida y mi sangre es verdadera bebida». Muchos de sus discipulos
respondieron: «Dura es esta palabra; jquién la puede aceptar?» (Jn 6:60), y luego: «Por eso, muchos de sus discipulos volvieron a su anti-
gua vida y ya no lo acompafiaban» (Jn 6:66). Jests no los llamo6 para que volvieran ni intentd mitigar el impacto de sus palabras. En cam-
bio, preguntd a quienes aun lo acompafiaban: «;,También ustedes quieren irse?» (Jn 6:67). No pudo haber hablado con mayor claridad so-
bre la verdadera naturaleza de la Eucaristia. Pero los catélicos de hoy aun luchan con esta verdad. Un estudio ampliamente difundido por el
Pew Research Center mostré que el sesenta y nueve por ciento de quienes se identifican como catdlicos en Estados Unidos creen que el
pan y el vino siguen siendo «simbolos del cuerpo y la sangre de Jesucristo», y solo el treinta y uno por ciento afirma creer en la presencia
real de Jesus en la Eucaristia. Los obispos estadounidenses, al igual que Jesus, siguen insistiendo en la verdad sobre la Eucaristia. Quizas
hayas oido hablar de sus esfuerzos en la campafia "Mi Carne por la Vida del Mundo" para un renacimiento eucaristico nacional, cuyo ob-
jetivo es renovar la Iglesia al encender una relacion viva con el Sefior Jesucristo en la Sagrada Eucaristia. ;Cuan profunda es mi creencia y
mi devocion a la Presencia Real de Cristo en la Eucaristia?

Uniendo Pasado, Presente y Futuro: Este milagro dio testimonio de la realidad de quién era Jesus. Proveyo6 para el pueblo abundante-
mente de casi nada. Al hacerlo, recordé a Dios proveyendo mana para su pueblo cuando pasaba hambre en el desierto. El milagro también
prefiguro la Eucaristia y el banquete celestial que esperamos compartir en la eternidad. En todo esto, vemos aquello por lo que Jesus nos
enseflo a orar: “Danos hoy nuestro pan de cada dia...” Cristo mismo es el Pan de Vida y recibir este Pan “aumenta la union del comulgante
con el Sefior, perdona sus pecados veniales y lo preserva de los pecados graves. Dado que recibir este sacramento fortalece los vinculos de
caridad entre el comulgante y Cristo, también refuerza la unidad de la Iglesia como Cuerpo Mistico” (CIC 1416). ;Vemos la Eucaristia
como nuestro pan de cada dia? ;jIntentamos asistir a Misa diariamente?

Trae lo que tienes: Dallas Jenkins, fundador de la popular serie de television The Chosen, conté que este Evangelio marcé un punto de
inflexion en su vida. Su pelicula de Hollywood fracasé en taquilla y, efectivamente, termind con su carrera. Mientras €l y su esposa oraban
(y lloraban), esta Escritura llego a su esposa y hablaron sobre lo que podria significar. Mas tarde esa noche, estaba en la computadora y
recibi6 un mensaje de un amigo: “Recuerda, tu trabajo no es alimentar a los cinco mil; es solo proveer los panes y los peces”. Cuando Dal-
las le pregunto6 por qué envio ese mensaje, el amigo dijo que Dios se lo dijo. El Elegido surgié de esa experiencia de fracaso y de ese men-
saje. Dios quiere que llevemos los dones y talentos que tenemos, sin importar cuan pequefios e inadecuados nos parezcan, para que €l los
multiplique y distribuya como ¢l desea. Como dijo Santa Teresa de Calcuta: “Dios nos ha llamado no a ser exitosos, sino a ser fieles”.
Nuestro miedo al fracaso o el énfasis excesivo en el éxito pueden limitar nuestra disposicion a entregarnos a Dios y, por lo tanto, limitar su
capacidad de trabajar en nosotros, multiplicando nuestros dones y, a través de nosotros, tocar y enriquecer las vidas de los demas.

( Tenemos talentos o dones que no hemos estado dispuestos a ofrecer al Sefior? ;Tenemos dones o habilidades que consideramos insignifi-
cantes y por eso no los ofrecemos al Sefior?

Conversando con Cristo: Sefior, qué bendito soy de que te pongas a mi disposicion en el don de la Eucaristia. Es la fuente y la cumbre de
la vida cristiana, pero a veces puedo darlo por sentado —a ti, tu gran don—. Al comenzar el Avivamiento Eucaristico, despierta en mi co-
razén un renacimiento de amor por ti en la Eucaristia. Abre mi mente y mi corazén con asombro y gratitud. Fortaléceme con este don para
poder entregarme mas plenamente a ti, ofreciéndote los panes y los peces de mi vida para que los uses para construir tu reino.

Resolucion: Sefior, hoy por tu gracia haré un esfuerzo para ir a una Misa diaria adicional o una hora adicional de Adoracion esta semana y
ofrecerla por todos aquellos que dudan de la Presencia Real.

Opening Prayer: Lord Jesus, I come before you in praise and adoration as I think of your total gift of yourself in your Body and
Blood. I thank you that through the Eucharist you unite your people in your visible body on earth, the Church. In faith, I know you
are really and truly present in the Eucharist and I thank you that I can encounter you tangibly in Holy Communion and in Eucharistic
Adoration. In hope, I know the Eucharist is a hint of the heavenly banquet that you are guiding me to, and I know that your life in
me through Communion increases my love for you and others. Lord, in this time of prayer, I ask you to strengthen my faith and
hope in and my love for your Real Presence in the Eucharist.

Encountering Christ:

1. Corpus Christi: At the Last Supper, Jesus said, “This is my Body.” He didn’t say “This represents my body.” In fact, in the
Bread of Life discourse in John 6:55, Jesus said, “For my flesh is true food, and my blood is true drink.” Many of his disciples re-
sponded, “This saying is hard; who can accept it?”” (Jn 6:60) and then “As a result of this, many [of] his disciples returned to their
former way of life and no longer accompanied him” (Jn 6:66). Jesus did not call them back and try to mitigate the impact of his
words. Instead, he asked those still with him, “Do you also want to leave?” (Jn 6:67). He couldn’t have spoken more clearly about
the true nature of the Eucharist. But Catholics today still struggle with this truth. A widely reported Pew Research Center study
showed that sixty-nine percent of all self-identified U.S. Catholics believe that the bread and wine remain as “symbols of the body
and blood of Jesus Christ,” with only thirty-one percent saying they believe in the Real Presence of Jesus in the Eucharist. The U.S.
Bishops, like Jesus, are continuing to insist on the truth about the Eucharist. You may have heard of their efforts in the “My Flesh
for the Life of the World” campaign for a national Eucharistic revival, which is meant to renew the Church by enkindling a living
relationship with the Lord Jesus Christ in the Holy Eucharist. How deep is my belief in and my devotion to Christ’s Real Presence in
the Eucharist?

2. Bringing Together Past, Present, and Future: This miracle gave witness to the reality of who Jesus was. He provided for the
people abundantly out of almost nothing. In doing so, he brought to mind God providing manna for his people when they hungered
in the desert. The miracle also foreshadowed the Eucharist and the heavenly banquet we hope to share in eternity. In all of these, we
see that for which Jesus taught us to pray: “Give us this day our daily bread...” Christ himself is the Bread of Life and receiving this
Bread “increases the communicant’s union with the Lord, forgives his venial sins, and preserves him from grave sins. Since receiv-
ing this sacrament strengthens the bonds of charity between the communicant and Christ, it also reinforces the unity of the Church
as the Mystical Body” (CCC 1416). Do we see the Eucharist as our daily bread? Do we try to attend daily Mass?

3. Bring What You Have: Dallas Jenkins, founder of the popular television series The Chosen recounted that this Gospel marked
a turning point in his life. His Hollywood movie failed at the box office and effectively ended his career. As he and his wife prayed
(and cried), this Scripture came to his wife, and they talked about what it could mean. Later that night, he was on the computer, and
he received a message from a friend, “Remember, your job is not to feed the five thousand; it’s only to provide the loaves and fish.”
When Dallas asked why he sent that message, the friend said that God told him to. The Chosen grew out of that experience of failure
and that message. God wants us to bring the gifts and talents we have, no matter how little and inadequate they seem to us, for him
to multiply and distribute as he desires. As St. Teresa of Calcutta said, “God has called us not to be successful, but to be faithful.”
Our fear of failure or overemphasis on success can limit our willingness to give ourselves to God and thus limit his ability to work in
us, multiplying our gifts, and through us, to touch and enrich the lives of others. Do we have talents or gifts that we have been un-
willing to offer to the Lord? Do we have gifts or abilities that we consider insignificant and so we fail to offer them to the Lord?
Conversing with Christ: Lord, how blessed I am that you make yourself available to me in the gift of the Eucharist. It is the source
and summit of Christian life, yet sometimes I can take it—you, your great gift—for granted. As the Eucharist Revival kicks off, stir
in my heart a revival of love for you in the Eucharist. Open my mind and heart with awe and gratitude. Strengthen me by this gift to
be able to give myself more fully to you, offering the loaves and fish of my life for you to use to build your kingdom

Resolution: Lord, today by your grace I will make an effort to go to an additional daily Mass or an additional hour of Adoration this
week and offer it for all those who doubt the Real Presence.
