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Oracion inicial: Sefior, ayidame a abrir mi corazon para comprender mas profundamente quién eres mientras paso este tiempo en
oracion.

Encuentro con Cristo:

Estrellas espirituales: San Pedro y San Pablo son posiblemente los hombres mas importantes e influyentes de la Iglesia y del mun-
do; uno fue nuestro primer papa y el otro, un apostol de los gentiles. Lo que los hizo grandes no fue su talento, personalidad ni intel-
igencia. Fueron lideres y santos porque cooperaron con el Espiritu Santo para hacer la voluntad del Sefior. Este pasaje nos da un
ejemplo temprano de la sensibilidad de Pedro al Espiritu. Declar6 que Jests era el hijo de Dios, y Jests lo llamé "bienaventurado",
afiadiendo: "No te lo revel6 carne ni sangre, sino mi Padre celestial". No necesitamos una inteligencia superior ni una personalidad
cautivadora para llegar a ser santos. Seremos santos en la medida en que cooperemos con el Espiritu Santo para cumplir la voluntad
de Dios en nuestras vidas.

Nuestra historia de conversion: En estos versiculos, conocemos a Pedro, la Roca. Pedro, que ya no es Simon, es ahora el funda-
mento de la nueva Iglesia y el guardian de las llaves del Reino de los Cielos. Podemos imaginar el asombro de Pedro al haber tenido
una experiencia tan poderosa del Espiritu, su sorpresa ante las palabras de la uncion de Jesus y quizas cierta inquietud ante la re-
sponsabilidad de atar y desatar, si es que siquiera la entendié en ese momento. Pedro tenia todo el ministerio por delante, y proba-
blemente se sentia lleno de celo y poder. Podemos suponerlo, porque unos versiculos después, Jesus lo reprendié cuando se opuso
con valentia a la prediccion de la Pasion de Jests (cf. Mt 16,22-23). En la segunda lectura de hoy, escuchamos a Pablo hablar, hacia
el final de su ministerio, de haber sido «derramado como una libacién» (2 Tim 4,6). Pablo repasaba su vida, afirmando que «el Se-
fior estuvo a mi lado y me dio fuerzas, para que por medio de mi se completara la predicacion y todos los gentiles la oyeran» (2 Tim
4,17). La historia de su camino desde el anonimato hasta la santidad es también la nuestra. Al igual que Pedro y Pablo, un dia des-
pertamos, llenos del Espiritu, a la certeza de que somos amados personal e incondicionalmente por Dios. Con el tiempo, cambiamos
nuestro celo inicial por una fiel determinacion para cumplir nuestra mision Unica e irrepetible. Nos fortalecen la oracion, los sacra-
mentos y nuestra comunidad de creyentes, hasta que un dia decimos, como San Pablo: «He competido bien; he terminado la carrera;
he mantenido la fey» (2 Tim 4,7). Mientras trabajamos dia a dia en el hospital de campaiia de la Iglesia (cf. Papa Francisco, 5 de fe-
brero de 2015), que encontremos consuelo en estas palabras de San Pablo: «De ahora en adelante me espera la corona de justicia,
que el Sefior, juez justo, me otorgara en aquel dia, y no solo a mi, sino a todos los que han deseado su veniday» (2 Tim 4,8).

El Papado: Jesus le dio a Pedro las llaves del Reino de los Cielos y el poder de atar y desatar. Con estas breves palabras, Jests rev-
el6 mucho sobre la futura Iglesia Catdélica Romana. Segun el Catecismo 553, «El “poder de las llaves” designa la autoridad para
gobernar la casa de Dios, que es la Iglesia. Jests, el Buen Pastor, confirm6 este mandato después de su Resurreccion: “Apacienta
mis ovejas”. El poder de “atar y desatar” connota la autoridad para absolver pecados, pronunciar juicios doctrinales y tomar deci-
siones disciplinarias en la Iglesia. Jests confio esta autoridad a la Iglesia mediante el ministerio de los Apdstoles y, en particular,
mediante el ministerio de Pedro, el tnico a quien confio especificamente las llaves del Reino». Desde estas palabras de Jesus, ha
habido una sucesion ininterrumpida de papas al frente de nuestra Iglesia. Oramos por nuestro Santo Padre en cada misa y, por amor
a la Iglesia, también incluimos sus intenciones en nuestra oracion personal.

Conversando con Cristo: Sefor, fundaste la Iglesia sobre Pedro, la Roca, y nombraste a Pablo apdstol de los gentiles. Ellos desem-
pefiaron papeles ilustres en tu plan divino para la Iglesia. Ayudame también a valorar mi papel en la Iglesia. Me has llamado a la fe
y me has colocado en mi parroquia, mi comunidad y mi familia como miembro de la Iglesia, de la cual eres la Cabeza viviente. Por
tu gracia, concédeme extender el Reino y ser un miembro fructifero de la Iglesia.

Resolucion: Sefior, hoy, por tu gracia, ofreceré un Padrenuestro, un Avemaria y un Gloria al Padrenuestro por el Santo Pa-
dre.
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Opening Prayer: Lord, help me to open my heart to understand more deeply who you are as I spend this time in prayer.
Encountering Christ:

1. Spiritual Rock Stars: Sts. Peter and Paul are arguably the most important and influential men in the Church and the world, one
our first pope, and the other an apostle to the Gentiles. What made them great was not their talent, personalities, or intelligence.
They were leaders and saints because they cooperated with the Holy Spirit to do the will of the Lord. This passage gives us an early
example of Peter’s sensitivity to the Spirit. He declared Jesus was the son of God, and Jesus called him “blessed,” adding, “Flesh
and blood has not revealed this to you, but my heavenly Father.” We need not have a superior intelligence or a winning personality
to become a saint. We will be holy to the degree we cooperate with the Holy Spirit in fulfilling God’s will for our lives.

2. Our Story of Conversion: In these verses, we are introduced to Peter, the Rock. No longer Simon, Peter is now the foundation
of the new Church and the keeper of the keys to the Kingdom of Heaven. We can imagine Peter’s awe at having had such a power-
ful experience of the Spirit, his surprise at the words of Jesus’ anointing, and perhaps a bit of trepidation at the responsibility to bind
and loose, if he even understood it at that moment. Peter’s whole ministry was ahead of him, and he likely felt zealous and empow-
ered. We can presume so, because a few verses later Peter was rebuked by Jesus when he boldly objected to the prediction of Jesus’
Passion (cf. Mt 16:22-23). In today’s second reading we heard Paul speaking toward the end of his ministry about being “poured out
like a libation” (2 Tim 4:6). Paul was looking back over his life’s work, affirming that “the Lord stood by me and gave me strength,
so that through me the proclamation might be completed and all the Gentiles might hear it” (2 Tim 4:17). Their story of their jour-
ney from obscurity to sainthood is our story too. Like Peter and Paul, we one day awoke to the Spirit-filled realization that we are
personally, unconditionally loved by God. Over time, we exchanged our initial zealousness for a faithful determination to accom-
plish our unique, unrepeatable mission. We are strengthened by prayer, the sacraments, and our community of believers, until one
day we say, like St. Paul, “I have competed well; I have finished the race; I have kept the faith” (2 Tim 4:7). As we work day after
day in the Church’s field hospital (cf. Pope Francis, February 5, 2015), may we draw consolation from these words of St. Paul:
“From now on the crown of righteousness awaits me, which the Lord, the just judge, will award to me on that day, and not only to
me, but to all who have longed for his appearance” (2 Tim 4:8).

3. The Papacy: Jesus gave Peter the keys to the Kingdom of Heaven and the power to bind and loose. With these few words, Je-
sus revealed much about the future Roman Catholic Church. According to the Catechism 553, “The ‘power of the keys’ designates
authority to govern the house of God, which is the Church. Jesus, the Good Shepherd, confirmed this mandate after his Resurrec-
tion: ‘Feed my sheep.” The power to ‘bind and loose’ connotes the authority to absolve sins, to pronounce doctrinal judgments, and
to make disciplinary decisions in the Church. Jesus entrusted this authority to the Church through the ministry of the Apostles and in
particular through the ministry of Peter, the only one to whom he specifically entrusted the keys of the Kingdom.” Since these words
were spoken by Jesus, there has been an unbroken succession of popes leading our Church. We pray for our Holy Father at every
Mass and, out of love for the Church, we also include his intentions in our personal prayer.

Conversing with Christ: Lord, you founded the Church on Peter the Rock and named Paul Apostle to the Gentiles. They had illus-
trious roles in your divine plan for the Church. Help me to appreciate my role in the Church as well. You have called me to
the faith and placed me in my parish, my community, and my family as a member of the Church, for which you are the
living Head. By your grace, may I spread the Kingdom and be a fruitful member of the Church.

Resolution: Lord, today by your grace I will offer an Our Father, Hail Mary, and Glory Be for the Holy Father.
