Oracion inicial: jDios mio, te amo y te doy gracias! Concédeme la gracia de alabarte como se te alaba en el salmo de
hoy: «Cantad al Sefior un cantico nuevo, porque ha hecho maravillas; su diestra le ha dado la victoria, su santo brazo.
Todos los confines de la tierra han visto la salvacion de nuestro Dios. Cantad con alegria al Sefior, tierras todas;
prorrumpid en canticos; cantad alabanzas» (del Salmo 98).

Encuentro con Cristo:

Llamada a Jesuis: De camino al Templo de Jerusalén, Jesus recorrio las zonas donde vivia el pueblo de Dios (Galilea) y
los lugares donde se habian apartado (Samaria). Cristo iba camino a sufrir su Pasion por la salvacion de todas las per-
sonas, y trabajaba para unir y traer a todos a su Reino. Los leprosos eran marginados que se veian obligados a mantener
la distancia debido al contagio. Sin embargo, estos hombres sabian quién era Jests y no dudaron en armar un escandalo
llaméndolo: «jJesus, Maestro!» Ten piedad de nosotros. Anhelaban una cura y confiaban en el poder sanador de Jesus.
Dos mil afios después, sabemos que Jesus es «sanacion y plenitud, el ungido, nuestra fuerza y salvacion, todopoderoso,
Rey del Universo» (Letania de Alabanza). El sigue trabajando para traer a todos a su Reino. Cuando sufrimos, clama-
mos a Jesus llenos de esperanza, como lo hicieron los leprosos: «jJests, Maestro! jTen piedad de nosotros!».

Obedecer al Maestro: Jesus ordeno a los leprosos: «Vayan a presentarse a los sacerdotes», porque los sacerdotes
tenian la responsabilidad de declarar a los leprosos limpios y aptos para reincorporarse a la sociedad. Jests también nos
ordena: «Vayan a presentarse a los sacerdotes». De manos de nuestros sacerdotes recibimos los sacramentos del Bautis-
mo (que nos da nueva vida como hijos de Dios), la Reconciliacion (que nos sana de nuestros pecados) y la Eucaristia
(que nos hace presente a Jesus). Somos verdaderamente sanados y restaurados por las gracias que fluyen del sacerdocio
catolico. Oremos por los sacerdotes y por mas vocaciones al sacerdocio.

Levantate y ve: La respuesta adecuada al sacrificio que Jesus hizo por nuestra salvacion es la gratitud. Aunque quien
regreso para agradecer a Jesus era un samaritano, un extrafio a la fe, fue este leproso quien recibio la alabanza y una
mision de Dios: «Levantate y ve; tu fe te ha salvadoy». Primero, Jesus le ordena que se ponga de pie y reclame su lugar
como hijo de Dios, y luego que vaya a evangelizar contando a otros lo que le sucedio. Por las gracias que recibimos a
través de los sacramentos, somos sanados y restaurados continuamente. Como el leproso, nos proponemos cumplir la
mision que Dios nos ha encomendado: compartir con alegria nuestro amor por Cristo con todos.

Conversando con Cristo: A diferencia de los leprosos de este pasaje del Evangelio, que solo habian oido hablar de ti,
yo te conozco y te amo profundamente, Sefior Jests. También s¢€ que sufro de lepra espiritual y vivo en constante nece-
sidad de tu sanacion. Ayudame, Sefior, a acercarme a ti a pesar de mi lepra, confiando en tu poder amoroso y transfor-
mador para restaurarme a través de los sacramentos.

Propésito: Seior, hoy, por tu gracia, me esforzaré por acudir con mas frecuencia a los sacramentos de la Reconciliacion
y la Eucaristia.

Opening Prayer: My God, I love and I thank you! Grant me the grace to praise you as you are praised in today’s psalm,
“Sing to the Lord a new song, for he has done wondrous deeds; his right hand has won victory for him, his holy arm. All
the ends of the earth have seen the salvation by our God. Sing joyfully to the Lord, all you lands: break into song; sing
praise (from Ps 98).

Encountering Christ:

Calling to Jesus: As he journeyed to the Temple in Jerusalem, Jesus traveled through the areas where God’s people
lived (Galilee) and the places where they had fallen away (Samaria). Christ was on his way to suffer his Passion for the
salvation of all people, and he was working to unite and bring everyone into his Kingdom. Lepers were outcasts who
were forced to keep their distance because of contagion. Yet these men knew who Jesus was and didn’t hesitate to make
a scene by calling out to him, “Jesus, Master! Have pity on us.” They were desperate for a cure and hoped in the healing
power of Jesus. Two thousand years later, we know Jesus is “healing and wholeness, the anointed, our strength and sal-
vation, almighty, King of the Universe” (Litany of Praise). He is still working to bring everyone into his Kingdom.
When we are suffering, we call out to Jesus full of hope, just as the lepers did, “Jesus, Master! Have pity on us!”

Obeying the Master: Jesus directed the lepers to “go show yourselves to the priests,” because priests had the responsi-
bility to declare lepers clean and able to return to society. Jesus also directs us to “go show yourselves to the priests.” At
the hands of our priests we receive the sacraments of Baptism (which gives us new life as children of God), Reconcilia-
tion (which heals us of our sins), and the Eucharist (which makes Jesus present to us). We are truly healed and restored
by the graces flowing from the Catholic priesthood. Let us pray for priests and for more vocations to the priesthood.

Stand Up and Go: The proper response to the sacrifice Jesus made for our salvation is gratitude. Although the one who
returned to thank Jesus was a Samaritan, an outsider to the faith, it was this leper who received praise and a mission
from God: “Stand up and go; your faith has saved you.” First, Jesus commands him to “stand up” and claim his place as
a child of God and then to “go” and evangelize by telling others what happened to him. By the graces we receive
through the sacraments, we are continually healed and restored. Like the leper, we set out to accomplish the mission
God has given us—to joyfully share our love of Christ with everyone.

Conversing with Christ: Unlike the lepers in this Gospel passage who had only heard of you, I know and love you inti-
mately, Lord Jesus. [ also know that I suffer from spiritual leprosy and live in constant need of your healing. Help me,
Lord, to approach you despite my leprosy, confident in your loving, transformative power to restore me through the sac-

raments.

Resolution: Lord, today by your grace I will strive to go more frequently to the sacraments of Reconciliation and the
Eucharist.
