Oracion Inicial: Padre, quieres que me acerque a ti con todo lo que soy: mis esperanzas y deseos, mis miedos y tristezas, mis faltas y fra-
casos. Nunca te cansas de escucharme, asi que ¢por qué dedico tan poco tiempo a hablar contigo? Sefior, creo que eres mi Creador y me
amas. Espero en tu bondad y cuidado providencial para mi. Te amo y deseo amarte mas. Concédeme la gracia de profundizar mi relacion
contigo a través de la oracion.

Encuentro con Cristo:

La oracion es necesaria: Si bien Dios puede hacer todo, suele obrar a través de nuestras oraciones y acciones. Nos da el privilegio de
cooperar con €l en su accion constante en el mundo de ambas maneras. La oracion también es un camino necesario hacia una fe mas pro-
funda. En la oracion, abrimos nuestro corazon al suyo, compartiendo nuestras esperanzas y necesidades, nuestros miedos y alegrias. Le
contamos todo lo que le diriamos a nuestro mejor amigo, y mas. El ya lo sabe todo, pero al compartirlo, nuestra fe se profundiza. Experi-
mentamos su tierno amor por nosotros, individual y personalmente. Cuando parece que el Sefior tarda en responder (o responde "no"), nos
da la oportunidad de confiar en él y de desear y atesorar con mas profundidad lo que hace. El Catecismo nos invita a considerar que «la
maravilla de la oracién se revela junto al pozo donde buscamos agua: alli, Cristo sale al encuentro de cada ser humano. Es él quien primero
nos busca y nos pide de beber. Jesus tiene sed; su peticion surge de lo mas profundo del deseo de Dios por nosotros. Nos demos cuenta o
no, la oracion es el encuentro de la sed de Dios con la nuestra. Dios tiene sed para que nosotros tengamos sed de él» (CIC 2560).

Oren siempre: En esta pardbola, el Sefior nos ensefia a orar sin cesar. Podemos hacernos eco de la reaccion que anticiparon los autores del
Catecismo: «Muchos cristianos, inconscientemente, consideran la oraciéon como una ocupacion incompatible con todas sus demas tareas:
“no tienen tiempo™» (CIC 2726). En contraste, el Catecismo insiste: «La oracién en los acontecimientos de cada dia y de cada momento es
uno de los secretos del Reino revelado a los “pequefios”, a los siervos de Cristo... Es justo y bueno orar para que la venida del Reino...
influya en la marcha de la historia, pero es igualmente importante llevar la ayuda de la oracion a las situaciones humildes y cotidi-

anas» (CIC 2660). En el Decreto sobre el Apostolado de los Laicos, San Pablo VI recomienda que los laicos utilicen los «auxilios espiritu-
ales» que ofrece la Iglesia «de tal manera que, cumpliendo correctamente sus deberes seculares en las condiciones ordinarias de la vida, no
separen la union con Cristo de su vida, sino que, realizando su trabajo segun la voluntad de Dios, crezcan en esa uniéon» (n. 4). Sin embar-
go, San Gregorio Nacianceno insiste en que, si bien «debemos acordarnos de Dios con mas frecuencia que respirar», también es cierto que
«no podemos orar “en todo momento” si no oramos en momentos especificos...» (CIC 2697). Al igual que en En nuestras relaciones hu-
manas, Cristo quiere ser invitado a nuestras realidades cotidianas y a nuestros momentos de oracion diaria, concentrada y atenta.

La familia y la oracion: Jesus aprendi6 a orar de José y Maria, y nuestros hijos, nietos, sobrinos y demas necesitan aprender a orar de
nosotros. «La familia cristiana es el primer lugar de educacion en la oracion. Basada en el sacramento del matrimonio, la familia es la
«iglesia doméstica» donde los hijos de Dios aprenden a orar «como Iglesia» y a perseverar en la oracion. Para los nifios pequefios, en par-
ticular, la oracion familiar diaria es el primer testimonio de la memoria viva de la Iglesia, despertada pacientemente por el Espiritu Santo
(CIC 2685). Cuando oramos regularmente en familia, invocamos el poder de Dios Todopoderoso en medio de nosotros y ensefiamos a los
mas pequefios la importancia de hacer de Dios la persona central de nuestras vidas.

Conversando con Cristo: Sefior, quiero conocerte mas profundamente; no solo a través de mi intelecto, sino de corazén a corazon.
Aytdame a ver tu presencia y accion en los acontecimientos de mi dia y en las personas con las que me encuentro. Ayidame a escuchar
con la mente y el corazon para conocer y desear vivir tu voluntad en mi vida. Quiero recordar que la oracion se trata de una verdadera rela-
cion contigo. Y, Seflor, ayadame a compartir el don de la oracion con los demas, especialmente con los niflos de mi familia.

Resolucion: Sefor, hoy, por tu gracia, revisaré mi vida de oracion para ver como puedo entablar una conversacion mas profunda contigo e
invitaré a alguien a orar conmigo.
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October 19, 2025
Opening Prayer: Father, you want me to come to you with all that [ am: my hopes and desires, my fears and sorrows,
my faults and failures. You never tire of listening to me, so why do I spend so little time speaking with you? Lord, I be-
lieve that you are my Creator who loves me. I hope in your goodness and providential care for me. I love you and desire
to love you more. Grant me the grace to deepen my relationship with you through my prayer.

Prayer Is Necessary: While God can do anything, he chooses most often to work through our prayers and our actions. He gives us
the privilege of cooperating with him in his ongoing action in the world in both these ways. Prayer is also a necessary pathway to
deeper faith. In prayer, we open our hearts to his heart, sharing our hopes and needs, our fears and joys. We tell him all those things
we would tell our closest friend—and more. He knows it all already, but as we share it, our faith is deepened. We come to an experi-
ence of his tender love for us, individually and personally. When it seems that the Lord is slow to answer (or answers “no”), he gives
us the chance to trust him and to more deeply desire and treasure the things he does. The Catechism asks us to consider that “the
wonder of prayer is revealed beside the well where we come seeking water: there, Christ comes to meet every human being. It is he
who first seeks us and asks for a drink. Jesus thirsts; his asking arises from the depths of God’s desire for us. Whether we realize it
or not, prayer is the encounter of God’s thirst with ours. God thirsts that we may thirst for him” (CCC 2560).

Pray Always: In this parable, the Lord teaches us to pray without ceasing. We may echo the reaction the authors of

the Catechism anticipated, “Many Christians unconsciously regard prayer as an occupation that is incompatible with all other things
they have to do: they ‘don’t have the time’” (CCC 2726). In contrast, the Catechism insists, “Prayer in the events of each day and
each moment is one of the secrets of the Kingdom revealed to ‘little children,’ to the servants of Christ... It is right and good to pray
so that the coming of the Kingdom... may influence the march of history, but is just as important to bring the help of prayer into
humble, everyday situations (CCC 2660). In the Decree on the Apostolate of the Laity, St. Paul VI recommends that the laity use the
“spiritual aids” the Church offers “in such a way that while correctly fulfilling their secular duties in the ordinary conditions of life,
they do not separate union with Christ from their life but rather performing their work according to God’s will they grow in that
union” (n. 4). Nevertheless, St. Gregory Nazianzen insists that while we “must remember God more often than we draw breath” it is
also true that “we cannot pray ‘at all times’ if we do not pray at specific times...” (CCC 2697). Just as in our human relationships,
Christ wants to be invited into our daily realities, and our times of focused, attentive daily prayer.

The Family and Prayer: Jesus learned to pray from Joseph and Mary, and our children and grandchildren, nieces and nephews,
and others need to learn to pray from us. “The Christian family is the first place of education in prayer. Based on the sacrament of
marriage, the family is the ‘domestic church’ where God’s children learn to pray ‘as the Church’ and to persevere in prayer. For
young children in particular, daily family prayer is the first witness of the Church’s living memory as awakened patiently by the
Holy Spirit” (CCC2685). When we pray regularly with our family, we are calling on the power of Almighty God into our
midst and we are teaching the younger ones how important it is to make God the central person in our lives.

Conversing with Christ: Lord, I want to know you more deeply—not just knowing about you through my intellect, but knowing
you heart-to-heart. Help me see your presence and action in the events of my day and the people whom I encounter. Help me listen
with my mind and heart that I may know and desire to live your will in my life. I want to remember that prayer is about a real rela-
tionship with you. And, Lord, help me share the gift of prayer with others, especially the children in my family.

Resolution: Lord, today by your grace I will review my prayer life to see how I can better enter into true conversation
with you, and I will invite someone to pray with me.
