Oracién inicial: Sefior, abre mi mente mientras me dispongo a orar. Ayidame a entrar en tu santa presencia y permanecer contigo
durante mi tiempo de oracion para que mi alma se nutra.

Encuentro con Cristo:

;Despreciando a los demas?: Ese dia, habia personas entre la multitud a quienes Jesus les hablaba directamente. Creian en su pro-
pia superioridad sobre los demas. A pesar de nuestras mejores intenciones, todos, a veces, somos culpables de este pecado de or-
gullo. Las manifestaciones de orgullo pueden incluir terquedad, impaciencia, autosuficiencia, miedo al fracaso, desconfianza en los
demas, criticas o autocompasion. En todo momento, anteponemos nuestra voluntad a la del Sefior, atribuyéndonos el mérito de
nuestras buenas obras en lugar de ofrecérselas a Dios para su gloria, como hizo el fariseo que dijo: «Ayuno dos veces por semana y
pago el diezmo de todos mis ingresos». Tomas de Kempis aconsejo: «No te creas mejor que los demas, no sea que, tal vez, seas
considerado peor ante Dios, que conoce lo que hay en el hombre. No te enorgullezcas de tus buenas obras, pues los juicios de Dios
difieren de los de los hombres, y lo que a ellos les agrada a menudo le desagrada». El Catecismo ensefia: «El mérito del hombre...
se debe a Dios, pues sus buenas acciones proceden en Cristo, de las predisposiciones y de la asistencia que le da el Espiritu San-
to» (CIC 2008).

Ambos necesitaban justificacién: Los fariseos eran lideres con influencia politica y religiosa entre los judios. Los recaudadores de
impuestos eran odiados por los judios porque extorsionaban a su propio pueblo en nombre de los romanos. Los observadores de la
época podrian haber esperado que los fariseos oraran con humildad y que el recaudador de impuestos implorara clemencia. El re-
caudador de impuestos era el mayor pecador a los ojos de los judios. Sin embargo, en realidad, ambos necesitaban justificacion.
iTodos necesitamos justificacion! Qué benditos somos porque «la justificacion nos ha sido merecida por la pasion de Cristo, quien
se ofrecio a si mismo en la cruz como victima viva, santa y agradable a Dios, y cuya sangre se convirtié en instrumento de expi-
acion por los pecados de todos los hombres» (CIC 1992). Nuestra justificacion es un proceso continuo que requiere obediencia a los
Mandamientos y las ensefianzas de la Iglesia mientras «trabajamos en [nuestra] salvacion con temor y temblor» (Fil 2,12). El Padre
de la Iglesia, San Ignacio de Antioquia, aconseja: «Que tu bautismo sea tu armamento, tu fe tu yelmo, tu amor tu lanza, tu persever-
ancia tu armadura completa. Que tus obras sean como tus retenciones depositadas, para que puedas recibir el salario atrasado que te
ha correspondido».

El poder de la humildad: La humildad ha sido llamada la madre de todas las virtudes y la puerta de entrada a Cristo. San Agustin
dijo: «El camino a Cristo es primero por la humildad, segundo por la humildad, tercero por la humildad» (Cartas 118,22). Pero
(,como se crece en humildad? Nos esforzamos por comprender esta virtud y orar por la gracia de vivirla bien. Segun Santo Tomas

de Aquino, «La humildad significa vernos como Dios nos ve: sabiendo que todo lo bueno que tenemos proviene de €l como puro
don» (Suma Q161). Esta «percepcion divina» se puede adquirir orando fervientemente por la gracia de ver como Dios nos ve. Como
un autoexamen y un poderoso recurso de oracion, la Letania de la Humildad puede recitarse como una novena o como parte de una
rutina diaria de oracion. Los corazones humildes se acercan cada vez mas a Jests al cooperar con su gracia, y él prometi6 que los
humildes seran exaltados, «elevadosy, llevados un dia al Cielo para unirse para siempre con la Santisima Trinidad.

Conversando con Cristo: Sefor, estas lineas de la Escritura me desafian a reconocer mi necesidad de arrepentimiento y conversion
continua. S¢ que al crecer en humildad me acerco mas a ti. Por favor, infunde en mi tu gracia mientras me esfuerzo por verme como
tu me ves y recuerdo que todo lo bueno viene de ti como un don gratuito.

Resolucion: Sefior, hoy, por tu gracia, rezaré la Letania de la Humildad como examen de conciencia y pediré la gracia de superar
mis faltas.

The prayer of the lowly pierces Sirach

October 26, 2025

Opening Prayer: Lord, open my mind as I settle down to pray. Help me to enter your holy presence and remain with you
throughout my time of prayer so that my soul may be nourished.

Encountering Christ:

1. Despising Others?: There were people in the crowd that day to whom Jesus was speaking directly. They believed in their
own superiority over others. Despite our best intentions, all of us, at times, are guilty of this sin of pride. Manifestations of
pride might include stubbornness, impatience, self-reliance, fear of failure, distrust of others, critical speech or thoughts, or
self-pity. In every instance, we place our will above the Lord’s, taking credit for our good deeds instead of offering them to
God for his glory, as did the Pharisee who said, “I fast twice a week, and I pay tithes on my whole income.” Thomas a Kem-
pis advised, “Do not think yourself better than others lest, perhaps, you be accounted worse before God who knows what is in
man. Do not take pride in your good deeds, for God’s judgments differ from those of men and what pleases them often dis-
pleases him.” The Catechism teaches, “Man’s merit. . .itself is due to God, for his good actions proceed in Christ, from the
predispositions and assistance given by the Holy Spirit” (CCC 2008).

2. Both Needed Justification: Pharisees were leaders with political and religious clout among the Jews. Tax collectors were
hated by the Jews because they extorted their own people on behalf of the Romans. Observers at the time might have expected
the Pharisees to pray humbly and the tax collector to beg for mercy. The tax collector was the greater sinner in the eyes of the
Jews. In fact, however, both needed justification. We all need justification! How blessed we are that “Justification has been
merited for us by the Passion of Christ who offered himself on the cross as a living victim, holy and pleasing to God, and
whose blood has become the instrument of atonement for the sins of all men” (CCC 1992). Our justification is an ongoing
process that requires obedience to the Commandments and church teachings as we “work out [our] salvation with fear and
trembling” (Phil 2:12). Church Father St. Ignatius of Antioch advises, “Let your baptism be your armament, your faith your
helmet, your love your spear, your endurance your full suit of armor. Let your works be as your deposited withholdings, so
that you may receive the back pay which has accrued to you.”

3. The Power of Humility: Humility has been called the mother of all virtues and the gateway to Christ. St. Augustine said,
“The way to Christ is first through humility, second through humility, third through humility” (Letters 118:22). But how
does one grow in humility? We strive to understand the virtue and to pray for the grace to live it well. According to St.
Thomas Aquinas, “Humility means seeing ourselves as God sees us: knowing every good we have comes from him as
pure gift” (Summa Q161). This “divine insight” can be acquired by praying fervently for the grace to see as God sees us.
As a self-examination and a powerful prayer resource, the Litany of Humilitycan be recited as a novena, or as part of a
regular daily prayer routine. Humble hearts are drawn ever closer to Jesus as we cooperate with his grace, and he prom-
ised that the humble will be exalted, “lifted up,” taken one day to Heaven to be united forever with the Holy Trinity.

Conversing with Christ: Lord, these lines of Scripture challenge me to recognize my need for repentance and ongoing con-
version. [ know that by growing in humility I grow closer to you. Please infuse me with grace as I strive to see myself the way
you see me and remember that every good thing comes from you as a freely given gift.

Resolution: Lord, today by your grace I will say the Litany of Humility as an examination of conscience and pray for
the grace to overcome my faults.
